2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. Other matters were covered by the Agenda
3. Declarations of Interest – None

The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.

Matters arising
5.1 Fly Tipping Camera (Item 5.1)

The quote from Horizon Smart Systems was £.1347 with a 50% deposit requirement. The quotation was for two cameras at the Village Hall junction, one camera in Elmbridge Lane to cover the “popular” fly tipping site, and appropriate warning notices. The Chairman recommended acceptance of the quote and this was agreed unanimously. The Clerk would contact the Village Hall electrician about the installation of a necessary household electricity supply to run the cameras, and would also keep the Village Hall Committee informed as to progress. The Village Hall Committee had given its approval for the work to be carried out
5.2 Churchyard Bench (Item 5.1) 
The Churchwardens had not been aware that the bench was the property of the Parish Council and had given Lady Anne Judge permission for it to be painted. The paint used was a wood preservative, but the painting had been poorly done and needed to be finished properly.

The Policing Charter had been received. There would be an opportunity to update concerns in 3    month’s time.

6.1 Lengthsman Update

· The Lengthsman had worked  in:
Elmbridge Lane – digging verge grips, clearing vegetation from signs, cleaning signs

Crown Lane – clearing gully gratings, verge grips, and head walls

Addis Lane (Watery Lane) – digging verge grips, clearing head walls, and vegetation from visibility railings

· `Thanks were expressed to Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny for clearing the footpath from Elmbridge Lane to the Church.

6.2 Highways.

· No response had been received about the concrete spillways promised for Watery Lane. The Clerk would contact Barry Barnes again.
· Grit Bins – The Clerk would order 3 new grit bins to replace one stolen from the top of Addis bank and the two damaged at The Knoll and Purshull Green Lane. The cost for the bins delivered with salt would be £219 + VAT each.
· County Cllr. Tony Miller reported that the repairs to Elmbridge Green Road would be completed.
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL Fund)_
· Roads had been marked for the positioning of the Village Signs by Worcestershire CC but none had been installed. County Cllr. Tony Miller would contact Keiron Hemstock.
· The Chairman had contacted Wychavon DC about road name signs. He was advised that Wychavon could pay.
