She also advised that confirmation had been received from a resident in Mill Lane allowing the planting on the boundary.  Cllr Henderson also raised the issue of some of the suppliers she had contacted were unable to fulfil the order. The clerk advised that she should detail those contacted in order to show transparency when choosing the eventual supplier.

Report from District Councillor Aaron Powell
· Yew Tree Cottage being referred to Planning Enforcement

· Appeal for the site in Station Road, Bretforton, this was raised in January and still awaiting the outcome.

· Laurels Avenue site – Pre application advice request was submitted and resulted in changes, Designs will be submitted to the Exec Board however this meeting is closed forum so AP will be unable to attend.  Planning application is expected to be submitted around Christmas/New Year period.  Concerns were raised about transparency particularly as some parties were involved both with the Wychavon Housing company and present at the Exec Board meeting.  AP will raise.
· SWDP delays, the earliest date expected to be Spring 2022 but due to Worcester City Elections this is likely to be deferred to July 2022 due to purdah rulings.  AP is backing a request for more information to be made available before July 2022.
· Event planned for October – Build on Covid

· Travellers site in Cleeve Prior was attended by West Mercia, Gloucestershire and Surrey Police.

· There will be an election in the New Year due to the passing of Cllr Richard LaSota.
