2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. Other matters were covered by the Agenda

Matters arising

6.1 Lengthsman Update

· The new manager of the Lengthsman Scheme was Hannah Davis

Mr Waldron had done no work in the Parish during September. As agreed, he was hedging.

6.2 Highways.

· No information had been received about the installation of concrete spillways in Watery Lane. The Clerk would send another reminder.
· County Cllr. Tony Miller reported that the Gated Road was scheduled to be repaired.
· Grit Bins were due to be delivered to Addis Lane, Purshull Green Lane and The Knoll.
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL Fund)_
· Village Signs were now in place.
· Wychavon DC would fund three Road naming Signs for Broad Alley and Crown Lane.

· The Lane from the Village Hall Junction to the Broad Alley/Addis Lane junction is a “nameless” road in Wychavon’s records. (It is known locally as Watery Lane). Naming it would need consultation and a change of postcode for the properties concerned. It was agreed that no further action would be taken on this matter.

· The money remaining in the Fund could be spent on a lockable cabinet for essential goods and craft items. Cllr. Andrew Edwards would obtain more details.
6.4 Vibrant Villages.

The Clerk reported that this Wychavon Event had been successful in technical terms and well organised. The Communications section was most relevant while other sections were less relevant to a small rural Parish Council.

8.1 A Review of Wychavon and Malvern Planning Service was held on 5th October in Wychavon Civic Centre. Cllr. Charles Caddick attended. He reported a consensus from all Parish and Town Councils attending about.

8.3Sandpool Cottage (21/01764/LB) Work on chimneys, restoration of fireplaces and installation of wood burning stoves had received Listed Building Consent
9. Correspondence
9.1 Most relevant correspondence had been distributed by email 
9.2 The Clerk had received a letter from former County Councillor Peter Tomlinson thanking the Parish Council for its contribution to Cancer Research in memory of his wife Ali.
9.3 The Clerk highlighted the following:

· Several emails urging the Council to plant trees for the Queen’s Jubilee

· A request for an Independent Member to join the West Mercia Police and Crime Panel

· Diamond Jubilee Community Recognition Awards would be discontinued. The Council could have its contribution refunded or it could be put into the new Community Recognition Awards. The Clerk would arrange for the £50 to be transferred to the new scheme.
10. Items of Interest  
10.1 Trees. County Councillor Tony Miller would fund an Evergreen Oak (£100). The Council agreed to match this and so Cllr Miller would order two oaks. Various sites for the trees were discussed.
10.2 Jubilee Weekend. The Village Hall Committee had discussed the possibility of arranging an Afternoon Tea on Sunday 5th June 2022.They would request some funding from the Council
10.3 The dumped fridge on Purshull Green Common would be removed.
10.4 Drain cover near Cornshire Field Farm was displaced` and dangerous. Cllr. Tony Miller would report it.
10.5 Stile on the footpath from Peel House to Oak Tree Drive had still not been removed. The Clerk would report it to Worcestershire County Council.

10.6 The Clerk had attended CALC AGM. This was a “hybrid” meeting made difficult by the failure of technology.
