 LISTNUM  Members were reminded of the need to keep their register of interests updated
 LISTNUM  Declarations of Members Personal or Prejudicial Interest in Items on the Agenda.

97. Confirmation of the Minutes: members agreed the wording of the August meeting minutes. 

98. The Clerk’s Progress Reports. 
 LISTNUM  Church clock ownership: A letter has been sent to PCC stating the clock is not the Parish Council’s property or responsibility as evidence shows it is Church property. The PCC have been invited to apply for an extra grant to help maintain the clock and the council would give any grant application full consideration. 
 The Clerk reported on a phone call from a resident expressing his deep concerns over the clock mechanism and what will become of it as fate now lies with the PCC. The mechanism being removed from the clock which formed part of the war memorial bought by parish subscription is detached form the clock and confusion exists as the clock face is also part of the war memorial and remains part of the Church.

 LISTNUM  Quotation requests for the recreation field highway access – four requests had been sent and only one received to date. 

 LISTNUM  The field to rear of Chapel Road. The Clerk received a phone call from a resident of Chapel Road requesting the field at the rear of the Chapel Road properties is cleared of scrub and brambles as it has become an unacceptable wildlife habitat for rabbits, foxes and rodents many of which are evident in local gardens and on the village streets. The council instructed the clerk to request that the owners of the field the District Council have it cleared of scrub and unwanted wildlife and regularly maintain it.

101. Highways:
 LISTNUM  New highway matters to be reported. – the footway in Back Lane from Pettifer House to the top of Back Lane is suffering from subsidence, cracking and loose surface, as it is on the Walking Bus route to school urgent remedial works are required – Clerk to report the matter to County Highways.    

 LISTNUM   A low bridge sign requested from County Council – a County Council Officer inspection is to take place to assess the need for the sign; further reports will be made by the officer.  

102. Lengthsman/ Handyman:
 LISTNUM  New highway works to be reported for the Lengthsman’s attention – 

i) A road gully might be blocked at the lower end of Front Street as some flooding has 
occurred Cllr. Mike Sullivan will check the situation and report to the clerk if action is 
required. 
 
ii) A footpath sign on Chapel Road is obliterated by overgrown bushes - Lengthsman to 

remedy the matter. 

 LISTNUM  Members reported all outstanding Lengthsman works are now complete.

 LISTNUM  A report from the PPW to the County Council Officer was noted 

104. Street Lighting – 
 LISTNUM  Streetlight faults to be reported. – None at this time. 

 LISTNUM  Two faulty Streetlights had been reported earlier and will be attended to after the 21st September. 

105.  The Close.
 LISTNUM  Regular Inspection: Cllr. John Hyde reported no new safety problems with the equipment or play areas. The missing top fence rail by the benches is now replaced and the canopy lift to the Ash tree by the swings is now completed. The Zip Wire seat chain sleeve will be replaced shortly. 
It was noted that a mower had cut the corner on the safety surface under the swings, the incident to be reported to the contractor’s operatives. 

 LISTNUM  Dog Fouling: After receiving a report of dog fouling on The Close the Chairman reported he found no evidence of fouling.    

106. Recreation Field
 LISTNUM  Maintenance matters -The Chairman reported the field maintenance is ongoing and various operations will be carried out as necessary and as weather conditions allow.  Further maintenance needs will be monitored throughout September when a further mowing could be ordered. 

 LISTNUM  It was agreed to have the field boundary inside the metal railings strimmed by the Handyman  

 LISTNUM  sign: It was agreed to have a new recreation field sign sited on a post near the railings on the corner of Honeybourne Road and Chapel Road the sign will be aluminium approximately A3 size. The Clerk’s draft wording for the sign was agreed and a quotation for the sign will be considered at the next meeting.

 LISTNUM  The clerk reported he was in receipt of the necessary license for the highway access works.

 LISTNUM  Members considered the Zurich insurance policy documents and schedule and agreed the insurance renewal as circulated by the Clerk  

109. Tree maintenance -
 LISTNUM  Council considered a quotation from the Lengthsman for maintenance of all highway verge trees throughout the parish, mainly in Broad Marston Road and Long Marston Road as they are all obstructing the carriageway to some degree. After realizing the large volume of arisings to be disposed of, Council agreed to accept the quotation and instructed the Clerk to inform the Lengthsman to proceed with the works

The fund dispersal and charity closure will then be further considered at the APM next April.
