122. Confirmation of the Minutes: members agreed the wording of the September meeting minutes. 

123. The Clerk’s Progress Reports. 
 LISTNUM  WDC Field clearance at the rear of Chapel Road – no action taken to date, the matter will be reported again to the November meeting 
 LISTNUM  Parish trees maintenance works - The village Handyman informed the Clerk the works will be carried out in November after leaf fall.
 
124.  Planning – New Applications.  
  LISTNUM  W/1002066/HET –Mr. Leybourne, Pear Tree House Ullington – extension of time to approved application W/07/01282/PP for new car port and associated works. The PC had no objections to the original application. Council has no objection or comment on the application 

125.  Planning Approvals/Refusals – Noted
 LISTNUM  W/10/01594/CU Mr. & Mrs. Longford, Farnold House, New Buildings Farm – change of use to holiday let and other uses ancillary to the main house – Application withdrawn by the applicant 

126. Highways:
 LISTNUM  New highway matters to be reported. –Members reported that the footway repairs  in Back Lane were unacceptable as only two small patches were applied and many areas of the path are still in a very poor state of repair. It was agreed to inform County Highways of the council’s concerns and request the path is resurfaced as it is the route to school used by the walking bus.   

 LISTNUM  A pothole on the Long Marston road is developing just beyond Mr Rainbow’s Farm – Clerk to report the matter to County Highways.

 LISTNUM  Members requested the Clerk to chase up the requested grit bin for the Church end of Front Street 


  
127. Lengthsman/ Handyman:
 LISTNUM  New highway works to be reported for the Lengthsman’s attention – 

i) A road gully might be blocked at the lower end of Front Street as some flooding has 
occurred Cllr. Mike Sullivan will check the situation when we have substantial rainfall and 
report to the Clerk if action is required. 
 
ii) A footpath sign on Chapel Road is obliterated by overgrown bushes – No further 
information at this time 

128.   Public Rights of Way Reports.
 LISTNUM  A report from the PPW confirming he had received the PROW ditch crossing and would get it installed in the near future. 

129. Street Lighting – 
 LISTNUM  Streetlight faults to be reported. – The Streetlight in Front Street by the Church stays on all day because a tree branch is obstructing the photocell switch. The Clerk will report this when a further light repair is required to reduce the cost of having only one repaired.

 LISTNUM  The two faulty Streetlights reported at the last meeting are now repaired. 

130.  The Close.
 LISTNUM  Regular Inspection: Cllr. John Hyde reported on his inspection on 25th September and found no new safety problems with the equipment or play areas. The new sleeve I fitted to the zip wire 3 weeks ago already has dog teeth marks on it! There is a crack in the polycarbonate sheet on the youth shelter I will monitor it. Members had no further comment 

131. Recreation Field
 LISTNUM  Maintenance matters –Members reported the field had been mown and the grass on the corner strimmed  
 LISTNUM   Council agreed to the JB Signs quotation and design for a sign for the field and agreed that it should be in landscape format. Clerk to action the sign. 
 
 LISTNUM  It was agreed to implement the tree and hedgerow planting as required by planning and the purchase contract. The Clerk was requested to bring three suitable contractors quotations to the November meeting with a separate quote for the planning condition hedge, the trees and the field boundary hedge. This would allow the overall expenditure to be considered.  

 LISTNUM  Council considerd the proposed hedge planting in the corner of the field opposite the Masons Arms might reduce highway visibility and requested the Clerk to make enquiries with the WDC Planning department asking if the hedge could be removed from the approved plans.       

132. Cemetery Matters 
 LISTNUM The Clerk reported that the strimming of the southern boundary weed cover was complete.  

 LISTNUM  Council agreed to the Clerk’s planting schedule for the new hedge on the southern boundary.

 LISTNUM  Council considered four varieties of Laurel for the hedge planting and it was agreed to use only Prunus laurocerasus Etna as it offered a more manageable size hedge with lower ongoing maintenance costs Clerk to request quotations for the installation of the hedge from three suitable contractors.  The neighbouring properties to be informed of the council’s decision. 

133. Parish Pump -
 LISTNUM  Council agreed to a December or January publication as the precept and other resolved matters could be included, Clerk to present a draft two sided copy for consideration at the next meeting.  

134. Pebworth Discretionary Fund
 LISTNUM  Cllr. Pam Veal will look into a criterion for the eventual dispersal of the fund and report to the November meeting. It was suggested that the Parish Council might carry out the fund distribution as the John Cooper Trust is very discriminatory in its distribution and covers a wider area then Pebworth. The fund dispersal and charity closure will be further considered at the APM next April before a final decision is agreed.       


135. Audit Report 
 LISTNUM  An unqualified audit option has been given by Clement Keys and the 2010 audit is complete. 
 LISTNUM  The Clerk reported that the requested notice and information has been sent to Clement Keys. 
 LISTNUM  The Clerk reported that the statutory audit notices have been placed on the notice board. 
 LISTNUM  Members were satisfied with the audit closure without further comment.

Ward Members Reports 

Cllr Tom Bean reported the Hereford and Worcestershire Fire Authority are confident the building will be completer by the end of the year and become operational in mid January. The new station will be a local centre for training.  A training day on domestic fires at Morton in Marsh Fire College was attended by the authority and Cllr. Bean.

He will take up the issue of the recent road repairs as members questioned the lack of tar in the joints of the repairs. He expects the final tar and chipping surface to be applied in the spring. 

Cllr. Patrick Haycock reported the overview and scrutiny committee will be interviewing all cabinet officers to enquire how the 25% budgetary cuts will be achieved in each department over the next four years. He will report more details of the cuts following the next District Council meeting.      
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
