148. Confirmation of the Minutes: members agreed the wording of the October meeting minutes after agreeing the removal of the word “very” from minute number 134. the Chairman deleted the word and initialled the deletion  

149. The Clerk’s Progress Reports. 
 LISTNUM  WDC Field clearance at the rear of Chapel Road –  WDC responded by stating there is a possibility of cutting the brambles etc. to create, a 30ft strip from the rear boundaries of the properties in Chapel Road. However, they did note that garden debris has been fly-tipped on the Councils' land, presumably from the neighbouring properties which it is felt does not help the present situation.

 LISTNUM  The Clerks letter of response regarding levelling of a disturbed grave plot met with a further letter from the complainant stating the reinstated workmanship was unsatisfactorily carried out and should be further attended too. Council considered the restored surface was adequately carried out and time should be allowed for the grass seed to grow before further inspections are made.

 LISTNUM  New Grit Bin for Front Street – the County Highways confirmed the bin is being considered and will report any further information on the matter  

 LISTNUM  New gate and security chain fitted to the recreation field access – Having the access contractors offer to fit the gate free of charge, the Chairman and Clerk made the necessary arrangements to have it installed and subsequently secured the new gate with a lock and chain and a roll-pin through the hinges.     
 


150.  Planning – New Applications.  
 LISTNUM  W/10/02380/PN Sims Metals, Long Marston – extension to rear of existing industrial unit and small side extension. Council has no objection or comment on the application 
  
 LISTNUM  W/10/02529/PN Hereford and Worcestershire Fire Authority , amendment to approved plans for the insertion of photovoltaic panels to the south west elevation of the roof.

151.  Planning Approvals/Refusals – Noted
 LISTNUM  W/10/01266/HET Mr A Leybourne, Pear Tree House, Ullington. Granted with 4 conditions

152. Highways:
 LISTNUM  New highway matters to be reported. –Members reported a road gully is blocked at the lower end of Front Street as some flooding has occurred and the actual gully is not blocked; it was considered that the storm water pipes could be blocked by the roots of the large willow tree on the corner of Chapel Road and School Street. Clerk to inform the County Highways.
        
153. Lengthsman/ Handyman: Clerk to request the Lengthsman checks for dead trees around the parish before the leaves fall to enable their identification prior to the scheduled pruning.  

154.   Public Rights of Way Reports.
 LISTNUM  Matter to be reported – none 
 LISTNUM  Members considered the County Council letter for Prioritising Maintenance and agreed it was a matter for the PPW; Clerk to ensure the PPW has a copy and will respond accordingly.

155. Street Lighting – 
 LISTNUM  Streetlight faults to be reported. – 
i) The Streetlight in Front Street by the Church stays on all day because a tree branch is obstructing the photocell switch. 
 ii) The Streetlight 32 in Front Street works intermittently 
iii)  Streetlight 29 at Middlesex is not lit  

156.  The Close.
 LISTNUM  Regular Inspection: Cllr. John Hyde reported on his October inspection and found no new safety problems with the equipment or play areas. The new sleeve fitted to the zip wire has dog teeth marks on it. The polycarbonate sheeting on the youth shelter has a build up of green algae, Clerk to arrange for cleaning to be carried out.

 LISTNUM  The Chairman noted that the safety surface under the swings was deteriorating and he suggested a budget is considered for its replacement at the precept meeting.   

 LISTNUM  Council agreed to the installation of topsoil under the slide as recommended by the RoSPA 2010 inspection. Clerk to request a quotation for the extra topsoil and lawn turf to cover the new soil. 


   
157. Recreation Field
 LISTNUM  Maintenance matters –Members reported the field had been mown and the hedges cut. Consideration was given to the grass and it was agreed it would benefit from over-seeding. Clerk to obtain quotes for disc drilling the seed. Members recommended David Hodges of Campden and Clive Giddings be asked to quote for the drilling.
  
 LISTNUM   Sign: Council agreed to the new recreation field sign been installed by the village handyman. Chairman to give instructions as to the location of the sign. 
 
 LISTNUM  Hedge planting: Council considered further options to the hedge planting in the corner of the field opposite the Masons Arms. The Clerk reported that the Planning Officer and Highways Officer were in principal agreeable to the car park being reduced in size and the boundary hedge relocated to the boundary of the approved surfaced car park area. Clerk further reported the councils architect would need to be engaged to make any changes and he had offered to make the planning application for the variation of the landscaping condition. The Council instructed the Clerk to proceed with the variation and engage the Architect. 

 LISTNUM  Landscape contractors: The Clerk reported six landscape and car park quotation requests were sent to local contractors.   

 LISTNUM  Highway access:  Members reported on the satisfactory completion of the recreation field highway access by AG Redman and commented on the good quality of the workmanship. Members requested the Clerk sends a letter of thanks and includes a special thanks to the team for installing the new gate free of charge.

 LISTNUM  Discharge of condition: The Clerk informed the council that the County Council Highways Officer had inspected the access works and formally discharged condition six and seven plus note two of the approved plans. He also commented on the quality of the works carried out.  
   
158. Cemetery Matters 
 LISTNUM The Clerk reported he had notified Mr Keston and Mr. Shires of the pending cemetery hedge planting scheme.

 LISTNUM  Council considered and agreed to a memorial application from Mrs. Stokes for the grave of Raymond Careless and others.

 LISTNUM  As the above request is to place the memorial between two graves members agreed that a review of cemetery regulations should be made in the near future.  

159. Parish Pump -
 LISTNUM  Council considered the Clerk’s draft copy and requested it is reduced to a two sided A4 for final consideration at the next meeting.  

160. Pebworth Discretionary Fund
 LISTNUM  Having investigated the John Cooper foundation grant criteria Cllr. Pam Veal proposed that the dispersal of the Pebworth Discretionary Fund be different. She proposed that mature students and any student following a degree or equivalent course be eligible for funding. Book for these courses are very expensive and support could be given to assist with purchase of these items. The fund dispersal and charity closure will be further considered at the APM next April before a final decision is made.       

 LISTNUM  Members agreed to and signed the formal resolution required by Lloyds Bank Plc for the transfer of account signatories.

 LISTNUM  The recreation field landscaping scheme - having received quotations for the general landscaping it was agreed to reconsider these following the successful application to change the landscaping planning condition which would involve a significant change in the contract specification.

Ward Members Reports 

Cllr Tom Bean reported the County Council are considering extensive cuts to the library service which will impact on the mobile library service in rural areas. He is very pleased with the progress with the Fire Station and expects it will open on schedule. The opening ceremony is yet to be fully arranged and possibly a long term fire fighter from Pebworth will be invited to join the ceremony.  
Cllr. Patrick Haycock reported that now the West Midlands Spatial Strategy was dissolved by government the South Worcestershire Development plan was being assembled to take to place of WMSS and Parish Council have a roll to play in the development of the new plan. Several meeting are arranged for Councillors to attend and comment on the issues involving their parishes such as sustainability and housing developments. He also reported on a domestic energy monitoring device for householders which is available from WDC for a two week free trial. The WDC overview and scrutiny committee are still questioning section leaders on how they will achieve the 27% reduction in spending over the next four years.
