             7.3 Budget and Precept

The Chairman had circulated a budget for 2022/23 recommending a Precept of £5,000 (this was the same as 2021/22). 
A Precept of £5,000 was proposed by Cllr. Bernard Brown, seconded by Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny and agreed unanimously.

      8. Planning
8.1 Newhouse Farm (2102755/GPDQ) Prior approval requested for Change of Use of an agricultural building to a dwelling.
8.2 Merano, New Road (21/02652/HP) Application made to demolish garage, passage way, workshop and conservatory and erect a single and two storey extension
8.3 Planning Review. The Report had now been received and circulated to Councillors
8.4 Fence Encroachment in Elmbridge Green Road. An Enforcement Notice requiring the removal of the fencing and gate had been displayed on the fence. It had been removed after 3 days. Cllr. Tony Miller was aware of the situation and would keep the Council informed. Councillors expressed concern that, if the Notice was withdrawn and the enforcement not executed, a precedent could be created.  Councillors were unanimous in requiring that Worcestershire CC should proceed with the Enforcement.
8.5 Meadow Bank, Elmbridge Green Road (21/01425/HP) Appeal had been made against the refusal of planning permission for a rear extension.

10.1 Jubilee Weekend. An afternoon tea was planned for Sunday 5th June.The Village Hall Committee would organise the event and some financial support from the Parish Council would be requested. A Road Closure was to be applied for
10.2 The signpost at The Knoll near Butler’s Field had been knocked over. The Clerk would contact Highways.
10.3 Litter Pickers had been seen on the A442. This was not illegal but dangerous on a busy main road.
10.4 The Clerk had sent a report and photos of light and sound improvements in the Village Hall to Wychavon DC for final report on Bonus Homes
10.5 The Council Tax would increase by £1 per week for band D properties in 2022/23.

10.6 Speeding on the A442. The use of a Radar Gun had reduced this..
