· E-on have been advised that the lamp remains on throughout the day and requires attention.

Recreation Ground

· The Chairman and clerk met with Hensons at the rec to look at the surface of the track, whilst there were some uneven areas particularly close to the hall most areas seemed fairly good considering weather conditions.  Brian advised that he would send someone out to rake and compact the worst area and monitor to see if further action was required.  A local resident who runs the track daily advised that she could not use the track on only one occasion.

· RoSPA safety checks are booked for March/April to take advantage of the cheaper rates.
