1. Apologies for absence

2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
The Chairman reported that he had resigned as a Trustee for the Chaddesley Corbett Care Café. The Trust required a replacement and would welcome someone from Elmbridge to recognise the Council’s involvement and support. He asked that if any Councillor was interested would they please speak to him after the meeting.
3. Declarations of Interest 
The Chairman declared an interest in item 7.3.
4. Minutes of the Meeting held on 20th January 2022
The minutes were then agreed and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.

Matters arising
5.1 Fly Tipping Cameras (Item 5.1)

The Cameras below New House Farm had been stolen.
Cllr. Charles Caddick would replace it from an alternative fund and investigate a more secure siting. County Cllr. Tony Miller could supply a bird box as a disguise.
5.2 Jubilee Evergreen Oaks (Item 10.1) 
County Cllr. Tony Miller had brought the tree with him. Purshull Green was agreed as a suitable site.
Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny kindly agreed to consult George Wheeler and plant the tree. The Clerk would investigate the provision of a commemorative plaque.
6.  General 

6.1 Lengthsman Update

· The contract for 2022/23 had been received. £2361.56 was available. The Clerk will sign the contract and return it to Worcester County Council.
· It was agreed to increase the Lengthsman’s hourly rate by £1 per hour rather than claim mileage – Proposed by Cllr. Alison Ford and seconded by Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny.
· Silt needed to be cleared in Horton Lane.
6.2 Highways.

· Watery Lane Spillways. The Engineer had inspected and measured the site. A work pack was being prepared and the work would be scheduled.
· Tanglewood junction drain had been cleared.
· Elmbridge Green Road between the gates. Potholes and subsidence would be repaired but it was low priority for Highways.
· The water lying under Horton Lane Railway Bridge had been reported
· Permission for a Road Closure was required for 5th June Jubilee celebrations. The Clerk would apply.
· The Clerk had attended a talk on speeding by the Police and Crime Commissioner. $$” in The future policy for speed control would rely on Average Speed Cameras. A Camera on the A442 Cutnall Green needed hard standing which would cost £7500. Cllr Ann Carter proposed, seconded by Cllr, Alison Ford, that the Council should make contribution of £1875 to the cost 
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL Fund)_
· The Elmbridge sign in Elmbridge Lane below New House Farm was unstable. The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to dig it in and re-concrete.
· A lockable cabinet on the Village Hall Car Park would be difficult because of maintenance and security.
· The Chairman would investigate an Elmbridge Village sign which could be erected near the Notice Board.

8.4 Clarke’s Close Mobile Home (ENF/21/0238) Update received from Enforcement Officer who was determining if the mobile home was within the domestic curtilage.

9.1 Most relevant correspondence had been distributed by email

9.3 Consultation on draft recommendations for Ward Boundaries was to end on 21st March.
10. Items of Interest  
10.1 Jubilee Weekend. Street Tea Party organised for Sunday 5th June 3.30 – 5,30pm. The Friends of Elmbridge would organise the food and a Table Magician had been booked. The Clerk would apply for a street closure (on Elmbridge Lane between the Crown Lane junction and Broadfield) and finance from Wychavon DC. Cllr Alison Ford proposed the Parish Council should support the event by sponsoring the Magician at a cost of £250. This was seconded by Cllr. Ann Carter and agreed unanimously
10.2 County Cllr Tony Miller reported that Worcs CC had applied for Government funding for an on-demand bus service. He also reported that more funding would be made available for resurfacing rural roads as well as urban roads
10.3 District Cllr. Nick Wright reported that a Jubilee event would be held in Cutnall Green Memorial Hall on Thursday 2nd June.  Councillors agreed to contribute £200 to the cost of this event. The Clerk would contact Jane Bache.
