Meeting re-opened and the minutes of the previous meeting were considered.


The minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 7th March 2022 were accepted as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

· To consider action, if any, to the request from resident of Norval Crescent regarding the football goal.

The email from a resident in Norval Crescent had been forwarded to all councillors.  Various discussions 
took place with the area of concern being visible from the village hall, concerns regarding health and safety 
considered.  It was noted that the hedge bordering the recreation ground was much shorter that that of 
neighbouring properties so it was suggested that the clerk should email Bryn on behalf of Offenham Rovers 
to request their assistance in solving the issue.  The resident is to be advised of the action taken.
· To consider possible funding requirement for the Wake Committee to provide Jubilee celebration events in the village.

Cllr Ward had been in contact with Peter Shilton , Chairman of the Wake committee regarding possible 
funding, unfortunately no specific financial requirements had been discussed at the Wake meeting but due 
to the timing of the celebration members of the PC were concerned that formal consideration at the next 
meeting may be too late.  It was proposed that up to £500 should be allocated to the jubilee celebrations if 
required, without further consideration at the meeting in May.  Proposed RE Seconded IG
· To consider request from the Village Hall Committee for a donation towards the “Jubilee Garden” project.  


The VHC had worked with the children of Offenham First School to plan a garden to celebrate the Queen’s 
Platinum Jubilee.  Cllr Moclair advised that they needed additional scaffolding boards to fabricate the 
planters.  It was agreed that up to £500 should be allocated to support this project.  Proposed LK Seconded 
RE.
