The clerk advised that this invoice was received after the agenda had been posted.  It was agreed by all present to renew the subscription to CALC.  Proposed IG Seconded SB

It was agreed that it was important that residents had the opportunity to meet their councillors so a stall would be arranged.  Cllr Evans stated that he still has the gazebo which was used in previous years.

Village Garden

· The seat in the village garden has been removed because it is no longer safe.

Road closure notice – Three Cocks Lane

· Order made to close part of Three Cocks Lane from its junction with B45200 Cleeve Road to Three Cocks Lane for a distance of 280 metres. The reason is a new customer connection by Wales & West Utilities Ltd. Maximum duration - 18 months, commencing on 16th May.

SWDP
· Wychavon District Council has announced a delay in publishing the plan for consultation, this will take place later in the year, the date has yet to be confirmed.

Recreation ground

· The annual biker’s event will take place from Friday 17th June to Sunday 19th June, they will require a key to Three Cocks Lane for access prior to the event.

· England Signs have requested permission to remove the plaque supplied by them for the last jubilee tree planting so that it can be refurbished.

Public Rights of Way

· A report was received regarding horses using a PROW, this has been passed to the Footpath Warden for action.

RoSPA report

· The report has now been received and some points have been highlighted for action including the surface to the play area.  Cllr Taylor has the repair kits but has not yet been able to do the repairs due to pressure of work.  Additionally the goal posts have been mentioned as loose in the ground so Bryn has been emailed with the request that the goals are removed for the summer months.

Church Clock

· Cllr Taylor has advised that there have been some issues with the clock which may be resolvable without the need for a repair call out.  He will advise once he has had the opportunity to undertake a detailed inspection.

The clerk advised that the maximum fee would be £89 if all events were entered.  The Chairman stated that it was important for Offenham to take part.  Various discussions took place and it was decided to support entry again this year.  Proposed LK Seconded RE

To consider the purchase of additional litter picking equipment for the volunteers.

The clerk had been contacted by the volunteer litter pickers who requested additional collection hoops.  It was agreed to purchase 4 hoops with expenditure up to £60.  Proposed LK Seconded KH.

To consider any actions required for the jubilee celebrations including request for donation.

Various discussions took place including the donation of funds from the Offenham Charity and plants from local growers.  Cllr Moclair advised that he thought that there were sufficient funds to allow him to purchase some larger plants.  Cllr Taylor had purchased the additional boards and would supply the invoice to the PC in due course – as agreed in the meeting in April.

The quotation from Wicksteed had been forwarded to all councillors; various discussions took place including the increase in costs since our previous enquiry.  Further quotations were to be sought.  The prospect of a MUGA had been included in the last parish magazine to advise residents that it was still being considered, it was suggested that a display should be available for the Wake stall.

To consider response to letter received from Savills relating to CALA Homes and B&G Nurseries site.

The clerk advised that Savills and CALA Homes wished to attend a meeting to present their plans to the PC.  Whilst no firm arrangements have been made it is likely that this will take place at the June meeting.  The Chairman advised that they could present during open forum. Various discussions took place relating to planning history for the site.

Various discussions took place resulting in a decision that 2 seats should be purchased, one similar in nature to the seat in Three Cocks Lane which should be situated in the recreation ground and a second seat fabricated from recycled plastic for the village garden.
