1. Apologies for absence
Cllrs. Charles Caddick and Andrew Halfpenny had sent their apologies
2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
Cllr. Ann Carter had decided to resign from the Council with effect from the end of this meeting. The Chairman reported that Ann had served the Council for very many years and had given much service to the residents of the Parish. The Chairman had been pleased to work with Ann as his Vice Chairman for the past 8 years and valued highly her reliability, local knowledge and wise wisdom. He and the Council as a whole would miss her very much. He thanked Ann for her exemplary service and hoped she would enjoy her retirement...
The Chairman then went on to explain his own intentions as a Councillor. He indicated that he would not be standing for re-election at the Parish Council elections to be held in May 2023 and so he would retire from the Council at the end of March 2023 and the March 2023 meeting .would be his last. This would enable a new Councillor to be elected and a new Chairman to be appointed at the May 20-23 Annual General Meeting of the Council. The Chairman promised that the financial records of the Council would be up to date when he left the Council but he would not see the External Audit process through in 2023. The   present External Audit regime could possibly change since the present Auditors contract would terminate by then. They may be re-appointed but that was not a decision that Elmbridge Parish Council could make or influence. 
The Chairman also explained that the Clerk intended to retire in 2023. She had indicated that she would continue until the July 2023 meeting of the Council in order to provide a smooth transition to the new Council following the elections in May and to assist the new Chairman into office.

The retirement of Ann Carter left a vacancy currently on the Council. To that end The Chairman Had invited   Mrs Sophia Powell (the wife of former Parish Councillor David Powell) to consider joining the Council bringing with her a variety of business skills which she possessed having run her own successful company until recently. To this end Mrs Powell, who lives at Bryans Green in the Parish, would attend the next Parish Council meeting in July in order to see how the affairs of the Parish were progressed and managed.

· Watery Lane Spillways. This work was still outstanding.
· Tanglewood junction drain had now .been cleared of the gravel left after the resurfacing of Crown Lane which had threatened to block the drain. Both the questionable quality of the resurfacing and the disposal of the surplus chippings on the drain would be reported to Highways by the Clerk.
· Elmbridge Green Road between the gates. This resurfacing work was still outstanding. 
· The hard standing for speed control on the A442 was not yet done.
· A Road Closure application had been made for 5th June 
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL Fund)_
· The Chairman distributed some pictorial samples of Village Signs for erection near the Notice Board and after discussion he would investigate further  taking on board the suggestions of the Council as to type, content and character
· £761 from the CIL Fund was still available.

· £100 had been received from Wychavon DC for the Jubilee Celebration. It was proposed by the Chairman and seconded by Cllr. Alison Ford that this should be donated to the Village Hall to cover the costs of decorations and disposable tableware (£103.77). This was agreed unanimously.

· £200 had been donated to Cutnall Green Memorial Hall for their Jubilee Celebrations and a letter of thanks had been received.
