Street Light in Blackminster

· Aviva Insurance has settled the claim for the damage to the street light due with the deduction of excess; this is now being pursued by their legal team from the individual involved in the road traffic incident.  A cheque is due to be signed at the meeting tonight.

· Bryn Tomes was contacted on 3 occasions to remove the goals from the recreation ground now that the football season has ended; unfortunately this has not taken place.

· Rob Heard, the local representative from Kompan is asking for dates to visit the recreation ground in order to arrange for a quotation.  The clerk and at least one councillor are required on site.
