Road closure

A quotation has been received from Kompan and Wicksteed although due to rapid changes in raw materials costs, quotation prices are altering within a short time frame. Wicksteed have been requested to confirm current prices.

The clerk advised that an updated quotation had been requested from Wickstead and Sovereign Play were coming to look at the recreation ground on the 11th July and a further quotation should be available before the next meeting.  The Chairman and Cllr Taylor would be attending together with the clerk.

Open Forum
2 representatives from CALA Homes gave a presentation on their proposal to develop land off Boat Lane.  They provided a site plan and artist impressions of the site and an individual property.  A number of residents were present asking questions and giving feedback on the proposals including concerns regarding traffic problems and infrastructure.
James Powell spoke about his knowledge of the site over the past few years and suggested that the WCC site could be used for parking amongst other comments.
Report from District Councillor, Aaron Powell
· Electoral boundary review has highlighted the concerns raised about the inclusion of Offenham within the new Littletons district, Offenham and Bretforton will remain unchanged.
· SWDP expected to be published in October, should there be a further delay publication would be affected by elections.

· Yew Tree Cottage – it is expected that a smaller design is to be submitted.

· Station Road, Blackminster will be closed for footpath works during the school holidays.
