Meeting re-opened and the minutes of the previous meeting were considered.


The minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 4th July 2022 were accepted as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.
22/090 To be advised of any urgent matters not herewith included (at the Chairman’s discretion)
· Email received from Pete & Julie Jennings stating that they were stepping down from running the Youth Club after 10 years service.

Various discussions took place and it suggested that an entry be placed in the Parish Magazine.  It 
was recognised that any person who volunteered would require various checks and training.

· Cllr Taylor had been given a letter to raise at tonight’s meeting.

The Chairman read the letter and stated that there was little the PC could do in response to this 
letter however she requested the clerk to respond on behalf of the PC.
22/091  To receive Clerk’s report and progress updates on current issues
Road closure

· Proposed order to close part of B4085 from it’s junction with C2047 Station Road to it’s junction with U45208 Clayfield Road due to railway maintenance.  Anticipated duration 2 nights (23.00 – 05.00) commencing 15th August.

· Notice of closure of C2050 Bennetts Hill, Offenham, reason for restriction is for BT to restore customer service; this is expected to remain in force for 1 day.

Information Commissioner’s Office notification

· The annual Data Protection renewal fee of £40 will be collected on or before 7th September, payments made by direct debit are reduced by £5, the payment amount will be £35.
Street Lights

· Street lights numbered 14 and 15 have been reported as faulty, these are of the old concrete type with traditional lamps attached.  As part of the rolling review many of the lamps in Myatt Road are due for updating to LED to reduce energy costs.
Highways

· A resident has made contact to thank the PC for cutting back the overgrown hedging that borders land belonging to WCC; he stated that there is now better visibility for motorists.
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Offenham Village Hall

· A report has been received from the Treasurer of the village hall stating that further grants have been received towards re-cladding the exterior of the hall.  The PC is currently awaiting notification that all funding is secured before the approved donation is issued.  In addition, the treasurer has advised that the changing room project is moving forward and they will require assistance from OPC in due course.  The clerk has requested confirmation that both the football club and the cricket club support the project and will use the proposed facilities.

N Power billing

· N Power has overbilled the PC by £107.33 which will be offset against August and September billing statements.  This was due to duplicate billing during the change over from paper billing to emailed billing and discovered during the monthly check of accounts.  

HMRC – VAT reclaim

· A claim for the repayment of VAT on invoices submitted to the PC totalling £4612.52 has been issued, this should be received shortly.

To consider quotation from Sovereign for the MUGA proposed for the recreation ground and compare against other quotations previously received, also options to reduce overall costs and any other related discussions.

Various discussions took place, the Chairman expressed her opinion that the MUGA framework supplied by Kompan was her preferred choice but the cost is significantly higher than the other 2 quotations; however there was an option to outsource the groundwork and tarmac separately.  When asked for his opinion, Cllr Taylor advised that independent contractors should reduce the cost significantly.  All quotations were to be resent to councillors so that they could compare differences and costs.  Cllr Taylor would look into the cost of groundwork but it was acknowledged that other quotes would be required alongside.  Tarmac could be sourced from McDonalds of Redditch.

To consider possibility of setting up Community Speedwatch in Offenham.

This item was raised during Open Forum with PCSO Sansom who requested that the email from the CSO be forwarded to him.

To consider request from a resident for an additional dog waste bin in Merry Lane.

Various discussions took place and whilst it was agreed that the PC could not commit to the expense of a bin at the moment it was suggested that this item could be looked at again later in the financial year.  Clerk to inform resident.

It was also suggested that locations of the bins should be published in the magazine and Offenham website.

Open Forum
A resident raised an issue about a PROW which was passed to the County Councillor.  He also asked a question about planning and the relevance of the village boundary.
Report from PCSO Bradley Sansom.
He stated that crime in Offenham was currently quiet; the police had undertaken speeding checks in Three Cocks Lane and Laurels Rd resulting in no issues.  He was advised that people were aware that the police were in the village so behaviours changed.

The clerk raised the issue of community speedwatch, she had been given a contact by PC Beards only to be advised that she needed to get in touch with the neighbourhood policing team.  He asked that the email be forwarded to him for action.
