Meeting re-opened and the minutes of the previous meeting were considered.


The minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 1st August 2022 were accepted as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

· The Chairman, Larraine Knight advised that her departure from the village had happened sooner than expected adding that as she was living outside the village she would no longer be eligible to continue as a Parish Councillor. The District Council will need to be informed.  

All councillors and the clerk thanked Larraine for her many years service both as councillor and Chairman.

· A quotation for repairs and painting of the bus shelter together with 2 notice boards had been received, other quotes would be required.

· The clerk advised that due to the rescheduling of a holiday booked and deferred due to covid restrictions, the dates now fall on a parish council meeting date.  Cllr Henderson kindly agreed to minute this meeting with the clerk making all the preparations beforehand.

Road Closure

· To close part of B4085 Blackminster from its junction with C2047 Station Road to its junction with U45208 Clayfield Road.  Reason for closure – Railway maintenance (level crossing)  The anticipated duration is 2 nights (23.00 to 05.00) commencing 6th September.

Street Lights

· Street lights 4 and 5 located near to the school are faulty; these have been reported to WCC as they do not fall under the ownership of OPC.  A number of the street lights require updating to LED to conserve energy with some still having the old type concrete posts; these are mainly in Myatt Road although some have been updated.  There are lamps on wooden poles within the conservation area, these were preserved as previously instructed by the conservation officer, however it may be that the lamps could be updated.

HMRC – VAT reclaim

· The refund of £4612.52 has now been received.

Complaint from resident

· A resident has written to complain about the condition of pavements in the village in particular the area from the church through the conservation area.  This has been passed to Cllr Adams to flag up with highways.  Additionally the condition of the verges in Main Street that can not be swept due to car parking, this has been passed to Cllr Powell for action.

A report was also received about the blocked drain near to the bus stop in Main Street; this is 
probably due to build up of soil and has been reported to highways for action.
