7.  Police Officers Report.
I am pleased to inform you that having looked through all the incidents for the last month Wickhamford is pleasantly low on crime being recorded. (except for the standard domestic incidents) There have been a couple of incidents regarding parking issues/neighbour disputes within the village and further afield we have had a number of reports regarding suspicious activities along the Willersey Road between Badsey and Willersey.      

8   Items for Consideration:
a. Village Planters- Wickhamford Gardening Club have responded advising that there are few members that are from Wickhamford itself but that they would be asked at the next meeting if they would be willing to get involved. They would need more information about where planters could be sited. Discussion took place and it was agreed that 6 planters would be ideal at the white gates to all entrances of the village. Clerk should find out if gardening club would be willing to plant them and what materials would be required. If time is now short, it should be agreed that they should be purchased and planted with Autumn plants and bulbs in the Autumn.
