2. Declarations of Interest

3.  The meeting was adjourned for the Public Question Time.

One member of the memorial hall committee attended to hear item 9c and to advise that 

           hall should have re-opened on 10th September 2020 but with guidelines issued today by 

           government, hall will now remain closed until further notice.

8   
Parish Council:
a. Newsletter feedback to leave verges to grow naturally with flowers has been received from approx 5 residents supported the suggestion that some verges could be left longer as long as safety is not compromised. As this will not be actioned until 2021, it was agreed to put a further message in newsletter and on Facebook to seek more feedback.

b. HGV’s through village and receive an update regarding action with local hauliers- Clerk and JN have contacted hauliers on several occasions since last meeting regarding movement into Willersey. The response at the beginning was positive and some improvement has been seen until recently. HGV’s have now increased trips and on occasions leave trailer which leaves site with a tractor that could go under bridge at Willersey. It is also believed that the planning permission is for produce on site only but it is clear that produce is being bought into site. It was agreed to request that Cllr Eyre becomes involved in the matter. RG suggested that something similar to Feckenham where they have a wooden baton on the kerbside and a bollard that naturally makes drivers slow down as you can’t get through, this is further enhanced by white lines next to them.
9.      Items for Consideration:
a. Re-opening play area.- Play area has re-opened with all correct signage to comply with Covid19 rules in place. A full assessment of the play area has been done and all maintenance issues dealt with. 3 weekly checks have now been carried out. A quote has been requested to replace matting under roundabout and for the re-painting of metal play equipment. Some signs have been removed but replacements ordered and fitted.
b. Forest seating area- 2nd quote has been received with model of suggested layout and backs. This quote is considerably cheaper being £2000 for labour and £1450 for materials. RG suggested that it be fixed into ground and had backs slightly angled to be more comfortable. JN suggested that end sections be removed so that it isn’t too big. Location is confirmed between club and play area and between two trees. JN proposed with a unanimous vote in favour to make amendments and approve revised quote via email so that project can be booked in before next meeting.
c. Memorial Hall- Structural survey has been carried out and received with the hall largely in a sound state. There is some evidence of movement at one end shown by cracking but this is as a result of large trees and not serious. The rendering of the outside of the building has come away but the lintels and roof are satisfactory. Survey was put in newsletter to invite feedback from residents regarding the proposed grant to hall for improvements. Approx 12 responses have been received which were split in opinion. Several comments were from hall group users and committee members supporting the grant, one suggested that the PC would be blamed by the village if hall was not supported. Of the remainder, one requested information on who uses the hall from the village, another asked if another location could be found for a new hall and another asked what provision could be made for the youth of the village instead of the hall. At this point lengthy discussion took place as to whether JP should be part of the discussions as he is a member of the hall committee as well as PC and has previously declared an interest. TW advised that he didn’t feel comfortable discussing the matter openly and voting on funding with JP present, this was supported by DH. A heated, lengthy discussion took place at which point JP left the meeting so that the matter could be discussed. Consideration was given as to whether items could be discussed now and either included or excluded or whether that decision should be made when 2 quotes for each item have been received. Hall Committee are carrying out some works out using their own funds as a result of a grant to all village halls of £10k for covid19 disruption but 4 areas remain for consideration by PC totalling approx. £30k. JN wanted to look at items and discount them or include now but TW advised that he wanted 2 quotes for each to consider them all with all the information. After more discussion on the matter is was unanimously agreed that 2 quotes be provided for each area and once these are received, each item can be considered individually at the next meeting. Clerk advised all councillors that the item included on the request of £1500 for contingency can not be paid by PC as PC can only pay invoices on agreed amounts. If the cost came in at more than quote then a separate application for further funding would need to be submitted for further consideration.

d. Residents’ request for bench on Golden Lane- More residents are walking a route towards Badsey and a request for bench near cemetery has been received. This has been requested historically but decided that residents can sit in cemetery although clerk advised that she doubted residents would feel comfortable doing this. It was agreed to get a quote for a bench for November meeting together with fitting costs.
e. Request for petanque square- Request has been received to consider a petanque/French boule square at playing field. A grant from Cllr Eyre of £500 is agreed for this project. A quote has been received for £4k to lay and materials. A request on Facebook has provided 15 responses all supporting this idea. It was agreed to arrange a 2nd quote for consideration at November meeting.
