The Chairman summarised the Parish and District Council’s reasons for rejecting the application and the grounds upon which the appellant was appealing. MHDC had refused the application on the following grounds:
- No proven need for the development

- Adverse effect on Area of Great Landscape Value

- Intensification of the use of the site causing disturbance to residents
- Safety of the Junction of Crowcroft Lane and the A4103

After discussion the Chairman proposed the following response:

The Parish Council fully concur with the four reasons given by the District Council for turning down the original application and stand by our comments originally submitted. There is no information contained within the appeal document to lead us to change our original decision.
