The Clerk reported that he had advised MHDC over their request for information regarding winter services.  The new dog bin at Spitalfields had been installed.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. David Watkins reported that he had contacted the MHDC dog warden regarding concerns over fouling, particularly on Spitalfields, and he was to make regular visits.   The owners of the steam rally site were cooperating with MHDC over plans to alter a watercourse and had agreed to install an enlarged culvert.  Finally he expressed concern over the non removal of felled trees from land adjoining the Marrlbank Brook off Giffard Drive.
County Cllr. Tom Wells reported that John Wallace, the district liaison officer for WCC Highways, had retired and was not to be replaced, and the responsibility had been taken over by John Fraser.   He offered to broach the subject of a crossing point by the school with Mr Fraser. 
Cllr. Wells also commented on problems encountered with the 362/363 bus service, but was assured that service was improving.  WCC were to take responsibility for concessionary travel from May 2011 and it was possible that changes would be made.
