	Matters arising

Part 1 of the Clerk’s Report (as follows) was NOTED
· Item 4 –bus shelter ( item 7 from 16th June):  the shelter has finally been repaired.  The question of the Council taking over responsibility for this shelter will now be an agenda item on 20th October.
· Item 4 – hedges/trees encroaching on Green footpath (503) (item 11 from 16th June):  WCC advice is that no hedges should be cut back between March and August because of birds.   The Clerk will be asking WCC to write to the relevant householder(s) when identified.
· Item 5 – speed signage: WCC Highways responsible.  Apparently only small ‘30’ signs available, not ‘reminder’ signs.
· Item 5 – School Lane: the Clerk had written concerning enforcement of yellow lines once installed, this will be the responsibility of WDC.
· Item 6 – responsibility for cleaning of highways and adjoining footpaths –As requested the Clerk had written to Councillor Bean. 
· Item 7 – Aldington seat: the seat is on the assets register with a value of £400.  The seat has been removed for health and safety reasons.   Replacement will be an agenda item for October.  Note about seats as memorials has been included in October Community news.
· Item 7- 27 Brewer’s Lane: the Clerk attended the planning inquiry.  Outline planning permission has been granted subject to conditions.
· Item 7 – Lengthsman: see item 10 on 15th September
· Item 7 – sightlines at Z bends on Bretforton Road: reported using Hub
· Item 8 – website: the Clerk had been in contact with WCC re ‘my Parish’ (selecting either parish will bring up joint site) and with Will Dallimore re Badsey.org.uk (the details have been updated on the Village directory).  The ‘my Parish’ site now has the Clerk’s details and the meetings for 2010 together with agendas for 15th September.  Minutes will be added when available.  Next sections to be completed are the introduction to the Parish, Councillors’ details and images of the Parish.   The Council is aiming for ‘flagship’ website status.

PS reported on progress concerning Vehicle Activated Signs (VAS).  Highways has now agreed signs will be provided.   The Clerk to investigate whether funding might be available from Evesham Town Partnership.

	District and County Councillors Forum 
District Councillor Reg Jakeman gave an oral report on the following points:

· The possibility of the Recreation Ground becoming an alcohol free zone: the Government may be going to simplify the procedure, which may also have a positive effect on costs
· Affordable Housing: he is meeting with those responsible for the survey to find out what is happening and whether other sites have been identified in the Parish

· Brewers Lane planning enquiry: as a result of matters raised in the enquiry he is raising questions concerning the 5 year Housing Land Supply for Wychavon and the criteria applied by Highways and Severn Trent in deciding to raise no objections to the application

· WDC’s success in providing services in an efficient manner 

PS raised the question of whether WCC’s focus on rural roads will benefit the Parish.  The Clerk to raise the matter with County Cllr Bean.

PM raised the state of road signage on the by-pass

KH raised the effect on the village signs within the Parish following their recent ‘cleaning’: Cllr Jakeman to raise with Highways.

It was RESOLVED to establish a working party to investigate possible funding for community projects and report to Parish Council meetings.  Proposed KH, seconded MC with vote in favour.  Names proposed for membership to be passed to the Clerk for consideration at next meeting.

a. Lengthsman: MC proposed and PM seconded, with a vote in favour, to join the Lengthsman Scheme for 2010/11.  KH proposed and PM seconded with a vote in favour to appoint MB, PS and BJ to interview the candidates identified by the Clerk.  MC proposed and KH seconded, with a vote in favour, that the interviewers  committee be authorised to make the final decision.  The Clerk to identify dates and arrange interviews.
b. Trees on Rec: to consider the report of K.W.Boulton and authorise work to the trees (subject to WDC approval where required).  Following discussion it was proposed by MC and seconded by KH, with a vote in favour,  that 2 alternative quotes be obtained and that additional questions raised concerning items 3, 11, 19, 20 and removal of ivy.
