	DAVID MANNING: OPPORTUNITIES VALE OF EVESHAM

David Manning gave a presentation to the Council about the work of Opportunities Vale of Evesham and the funding available for projects focussing on skills, fuel poverty and health in relation to the Horsebridge/Synehurst area of Badsey, which has been identified as one of the areas of highest need within Wychavon.

Although some disquiet was expressed about how the areas of highest need had been identified Councillors agreed to try to identify projects for which funding might be available and to support the work being done.  The Clerk to be the principal point of contact.

· There have been relatively minor incidents of anti-social behaviour on the Recreation Ground and School car park

KH raised the question of the effectiveness of speed checks during the day as opposed to early mornings: CSO Schoenrock explained that these were to highlight speed issues during School dropping off and picking up periods

VM raised the issue of parking around Badsey First School: CSO Schoenrock explained that enforcement was not a police matter unless an obstruction was caused.  The Clerk to raise this issue with WDC/WCC.
