PC Greenhouse reported that local crime figures had dropped dramatically and there had been no major incidents to report.
On a question from PS concerning the helicopter circling over Cleeve Prior PC Greenhouse stated that because of recent incidents of crime in the Cleeve Prior area there was currently a 24 hour policing policy in place for that area.  This is  likely to have a positive knock on effect for policing in Badsey & Aldington.

PC Greenhouse was unable to give any information as to the effect of budget cuts on policing in the area.

	NIGEL POTTER: RURAL HOUSING ENABLER

The Council received a presentation from Nigel Potter on the current position concerning actual and proposed social housing developments in the Parish.  Matters covered included
· The number and nature of rentable and shared ownership properties to be provided on the Badsey Fields Lane site and the schedule for building

· The current situation concerning the development on Banks Road for which planning permission has already been granted: negotiations continuing between landowner and  

· The proposals for affordable housing on the Brewers Lane site: the Council were advised to consider asking for affordable housing to be restricted to those with a local connection and to consider the form such housing should take in terms of type and size of properties to be built

· The need to encourage local residents and those with a local connection who wished to live in Badsey to register on the Home Choice Plus Common Housing Register (Clerk to focus on housing in January Community News)
· Current position concerning the Community Right to Build: awaiting further Government action
· Current position concerning funding for building affordable homes: significant reduction in government grants.  Some disquiet was expressed by Councillors at the effect of a possible change from ‘affordable’ to ‘intermediate’ housing, i.e. at 80% of market rents.
