Overgrown Footpath: Cllr. Spencer’s investigations were ongoing.
Steam Rally: The Clerk had written to the organisers of the Steam Rally asking for clarification over their policy on footpaths that crossed the site and whether any special entry fees would be charged to residents in future.  No response had yet been received.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. David Watkins reported that new recycling bins had been installed at the Robin Hood Inn, Castlemorton, and three were to be positioned later this week near the Village Hall.  

He had been notified by the Clerk over concerns raised about some oak trees on the Steam Rally site.  The MHDC tree officer was investigating.
Finally he confirmed that blue badges were only issued after an assessment.

County Cllr. Tom Wells arrived later but his report is included here.  WCC had made a recommendation for a change in the speed limit at Garret Bank; moving the 30mph limit from California Lane nearer to the centre of the village.  He was to arrange a site visit so that the issue could be discussed at the next meeting.
Next years budget was currently being considered which would include £45m of savings over three years.

Finally he commented on the improved bus service through the village.
District Cllr. Watkins left the meeting at this point
