Mr G Robinson again expressed his concerns about the state of roads and footpaths in the Village, especially those in Mill Lane. Mr Robinson also mentioned the blockages of ditches in Mil Lane, which had occurred through the accumulation of rubbish. The Clerk advised that the Environmental enforcement team at the District Council would be taking action against the riparian land owners in this regard.
Concerns were once more expressed about the speed of traffic through the village and the Clerk relied that he would mention this to the local police team at the forthcoming PACT meeting.

Cllr Tucker outlined the following points by way of an update from recent activities by the District Council

The District Council was awaiting details of the Local Government Grant settlement n following the economic downturn. Further efficiency savings were being sought in addition to those previously identified. There was a freeze on recruitment. 

I response to questions on the future development of the Western Link Cllr Tucker replied that the District Council should write to the County Council to ask that provision for the Western Link be made in their medium term capital programme, although Cllr Tucker emphasised that budget restrictions would mean that any developments in this regard would have to be externally funded.   

The “SIMALTO” budget consultation exercise had been completed by the District Council and the Executive Board would be considering the results during the forthcoming deliberations on the 2011/12 budget  

More shared service working was likely to follow the move of regulatory services for South Worcestershire to Bromsgrove District Council and the Internal Audit service being which was being hosted by Worcester City Council

Maintenance of footpaths and hedgerows – the Clerk advised that he had again been in touch with the County Council’s officers to repair and maintain footpaths and hedgerows throughout the Village. There were ongoing Health and Safety issues arising from the lack of maintenance and attention to certain areas of footpaths and bridleways throughout the Parish and the Clerk agreed to write to the Senior Engineer at the County Council to arrange a meeting to discuss the Parishes concerns
13/03/10 Cllr Smout drew attention to speeding issues in respect of Coaches and Buses crossing the Eastern Bridge and through the Village. The Clerk advised that he would contact the Bus companies and the County Council to address these concerns.


Cllr Parsons expressed her concerns regarding the blocking of the drainage culvert on the Poplar Estate. The Clerk advised that he would contact the Flooding Alleviation team at Wychavon who would visit the site and take enforcement action against the relevant landowners if necessary.
