Overgrown Footpath: Cllr. Hancock was to contact WCC.
Marlbank Brook Fence: The Clerk reported that WCC had put the broken fence onto the work schedule.
Bus Time Tables: The broken signs had been reported.
Planning: It was noted that the application for a new detached dwelling at Thornfield, Marlbank Rd. had been approved through delegation.  The Parish Council expressed their dissatisfaction that the application had not even been considered by committee.  District Cllr. Watkins was to ask the planning officer to submit the report for councillors to view.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. David Watkins reported that meetings had been arranged for parish councillors regarding the South Worcestershire Development Plan.

He also expected the, soon to be announced, government spending cuts would have an effect on local councils and would report on the outcome at future meetings. 
County Cllr. Tom Wells reported that WCC may withdraw funding for the Safety Camera Partnership and school transport funding for over 16s from April next year.  If there was a reduction in bus subsidy the 363 route would be severely affected, however it may be possible for parishes to work in partnership to keep the route operational.

Committee & Working Party Reports & Recommendations

Playing Fields
All the bark chippings had been distributed under the play equipment which in turn was currently being painted.  A new swing frame was to be budgeted for next year and if funds allowed the hedge by the post box on Gloucester Road was to be cut back.
Spitalfield drainage was working well.

Handyman was to be reminded to wear a high visibility jacket.

Pavilion Group

The Clerk reported that official confirmation of the ground source heat pump grant had been received; monies due early November.  A water leak in the boiler room required attention.

120/10 Speed Limit Review
To consider a response to WCC proposals to change speed limits on Garret Bank:  A site meeting had been held on 15th October with representatives from WCC to discuss the limits on all access routes into the village and official proposals were awaited.  It was expected that no changes were planned for Drake Street or Gloucester Road, but it had been suggested that the 30mph limits on Garret Bank and Marlbank be moved nearer to the centre of the village preceded by 40mph buffer zones and with solid white lines on the road edges at critical points.  Whilst the majority of councillors had no objection to this, it was agreed to await confirmed proposals and then at the next meeting discuss whether a public meeting should be held for residents prior to formulating the council’s response.
