TO RECEIVE THE REPORT OF THE LOCAL POLICING OFFICER

The PC had given apologies and noted there was nothing to report. The clerk was requested to contact the PC to obtain road traffic accident statistics, there having been two accidents in the parish within the past week.

TO RECEIVE UPDATES ON MATTERS ARISING IN PREVIOUS MINUTES

a)
Missing Letter Box – Beauchamp Community

The clerk had spoken with a Post Office representative who had explained that he had placed the necessary order and that a new manager had been appointed who was pursuing the matter. He apologised for the delay but said he had done all that he could. The clerk reiterated the importance of the matter being dealt with as soon as possible, particularly with the darker evenings and certainly before the Christmas post season. The P.O suggested an alternative provision might be possible if the box was not replaced soon.

Highways matters

i) Problems caused by on-street parking
It was noted that the situation at The Swan appeared to have improved with bollards having been used during recent events and fewer cars being parked outside.

ii) Road safety in the vicinity of the car boot sale site


The problem is ongoing although Mr Patterson noted that recently more cars had been parked in the field. He agreed to refer the matter to Mike Digger.

Licence alteration at The Swan

A letter outlining the parish council’s response to the licence hearing had been sent to MHDC and to the Home Office. Acknowledgements had been received and responses are awaited.

Improvements to the footpath outside The Swan

An update from either Cllr Wells or the Highways department is awaited. The clerk to follow up.

TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE PROPOSED ALLOTMENT SITE

The clerk had received confirmation from Malvern Town Council that a site on Monksfield Lane had been acquired and was ready for use. The road safety implications of the additional traffic were discussed and it was estimated that there would be an additional 100 vehicle movements along the road each weekend. It was also noted that the road in question is liable to flooding. The clerk agreed to contact the highways liaison engineer to ascertain whether any consultation had taken place.
