2. Chairman’s Statement

4. Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th May 2023
The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.
5. Matters arising
5.1 Ditches (Item 6.2)
Cllr. Barry Audis had met with Max Needham about the ditch. The NFU had confirmed that the ditch and water from the road was Max Needham’s responsibility. Max Needham would meet with Worcestershire County Council.
5.2 Broad Common (Item 6.3)
Drains were too high for water to flow into. Highways had been made aware of this. Soil had accumulated and needed cleaning. Cllr. Barry Audis would keep County Cllr. Tony Miller informed.

5.3 Purshull Green (Item 10.1)

Mark Wheeler expressed concern about an alleged unconsented road being formed in Purshull Green. Cllr. Charles Caddick would be asked to look at it again. County Cll. Tony Miller advised that it not an “adopted” road and Worcester CC viewed it as a minor change and a private matter and would not consider enforcement. Cllr. Miller received permission from Mark Wheeler to raise it again with Worcestershire CC Legal Team.
