4. Brian Sharp from Worcestershire County Council Highways addressed the Committee on Highways and planning including:
a. The role of  Highways as a consultee in relation to planning matters: where there are concerns as to Highway matters these can be forwarded to him as well as to WDC planning.
b. The approach taken by Highways to planning matters, including the national and local policies to be considered: Highways is concerned about Safety, the impact on the surrounding roads network and road design within the development site.  Parking difficulties are not seen as a primary reason for objecting to the grant of permission.
c. Highways’ role in enforcing planning conditions where developers fail to comply with national legislation e.g. as to correct formation of road junctions.

The Chairman opened the meeting to questions from the Public leading to a discussion on a number of matters including:
a.
The nature and number of traffic movements through Badsey: how these are measured and how the figures obtained are then judged.  It was expressly stated that even using the new Government rules in relation to HGV movements the traffic through Brewers Lane measured over a 7 day period would not have justified Highways objecting to the Brewers Lane development.

What would be required in terms of public consultation before a one way system could put in place 

c.
The extent to which the cumulative effect of a proposed development on roads outside the immediate area of the development is taken into account.
