Re planning application 10/01230/FUL, Mr Andrew Johnson referred to the refusal of the February 2010 Springbrook Farm application and made the point that the reasons given for the refusal,  contravention of MHDC policies DS17, DS2 and DS3(f), still remain.

Mr Ralph Kelsall reiterated the above points and also expressed the view that the application should be refused if the sand area is for commercial use as implied by the ‘Interfields Equestrian’ signage at the entrance to the site and internet advertising. He also noted that the metal entrance gates are intrusive and detract from the rural character of the surroundings.

Following discussion a vote was taken. 7 members objected to the application, 1 abstained. Objection carried on the following grounds:

1. The proposed development is on grade 2 agricultural quality Greenfield land and as such contravenes the Malvern Hills District Local Plan Policy DS2 and DS3(f)
2. Judging by the commercial signs for ‘Interfields Equestrian’ at the entrance gate and on the internet, the proposed development is part of a commercial venture which lies within the significant gap.

3. The height and nature of the entrance associated with the proposed application forms and intrusive feature within the essentially undeveloped location. This inappropriate gateway detracts from the character of the site and its surroundings which fall within the significant gap and consequently breaches policy DS17 of the MHD Local Plan.
b)          No objection on the following conditions:



1.     Only the daughter of the applicant should have the right to live in the caravan in question.



2.     Any planning permission should be reviewed after 12 months.



3.     The caravan should be removed from the site once permanent accommodation for the applicant’s daughter becomes available.
