None were declared as specific to this meeting
   3/09/ 10 
Closure of the Meeting to allow Parishioners Present to Speak on any Matter on the Agenda. The maximum time allowed per individual and other parochial matters for discussion to be at the discretion of the chairman. Questions which required a particular response to be submitted in writing.

Mr G Robinson had left a written list of queries he wished to raise. 
A Road and footpath survey with County Council Officers had been scheduled for 24 November, 2010 –but the County Officers had not attended – the Clerk agreed to liaise with Mr Robinson to chase progress
Wyre Piddle had been placed 11th overall in the Wychavon games – scoring very good points in Bowls, dominoes and senior Table Tennis

Residents parking on pavements. This was causing damage to the edging kerbs and pavements particularly in Church Street. The Clerk advised he would raise this issue with the local community policing team. The concerns re vehicle speeding would also be raised at the PACT meeting scheduled for the New Year

Mr Robinson asked whether any further progress was being made on any development of the Western Road Link.  The Clerk reported that as far as he was aware there was no provision for this in the County Council’s medium term capital programme at this stage- but that the Council would continue to press for the project to take place

The Clerk also advised Mr Robinson that English Heritage had stopped any work on the cleaning of the piddle Brook Bridge. Financial penalties could be imposed on the PC should it continue to undertake any unauthorised works. Specialist cleaning material/ chemicals would be needed to complete any such work. 
   5/09/10 Minutes of Parish Council meeting 30 September, 2010
The minutes of the meeting held on 30 September 2010 had been previously circulated for approval by Members. No amendments were necessary and after being put to the vote it was resolved that the minutes be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record. 

   6/09/10 Planning: 

No new applications or planning decisions had been received since the previous Parish Council meeting. 

    7/09/10 Wychavon Games update report and Community events arrangements.
The Village had taken part in ten of the fifteen events, finishing in a creditable eleventh place overall .Parish teams had reached then later stages of both the crib and the dominoes competitions. Carrie Parsons had kindly volunteered to help coordinate the Parishes Entries to the various events in 2011.
Cllr C Turner gave details of various forthcoming events taking place in the Parish which would include the popular Christmas Carol concert.  

The Clerk reported that the Remembrance Day service at the War Memorial had been well attended and the arrangements for it had passed off well.    

    8/09/10 Community Litter Pick


The Clerk advised that the Village litter pick had been undertaken and thanked all the volunteers who had helped. A similar event would be scheduled for the early spring.

(b) The Clerk tabled details of the 2011/12 proposed budget and medium term 3-year money plan. The Clerk pointed out that it would be necessary to make provision of £1.5K for the potential costs of a contested parish Council election in 2011/12. Estimated expenditure for 2011/12 was forecast to be £13.2K set against estimated income of £11K. 

General financial Reserves were relatively low at only £5k, but some £48K was still held in the Section 106 deposit held for the Poplar Avenue estate.

In future years it would be prudent to increase the level of the General Reserve and to maintain it at least 25% of the annual expenditure figure. This would be given consideration from the financial year 2012/13 forwards.  

Following discussion and mindful of the current economic situation the Chairman proposed that there should be no increase in the 2011/12 precept over the figure for 2010/11. This was seconded by CClr Smout and unanimously approved by all Members 
The Clerk was thus asked to write to the District Council to request a precept sum of £9,500 for the financial year 2011/12  

10/09/10 Maintenance of open spaces 

Lengthsman Scheme – ongoing works had been undertaking under the Lengthsman in agreement with the Clerk and the County Council. The most recent invoice for £311.15 was to be presented to the County Council for reimbursement. 
11/09/10
Maintenance of footpaths and hedgerows – there were still several areas where parish footpaths needed attention. The clerk advised that the County Council were seeking to carry out works on a priority ranking basis and some remedial works had been undertaken, Members were asked to advise the Clerk of any ongoing concerns so that information could be passed on to the County Council’s Countryside services team for action.

12/09/10 Cllr Smout again drew attention to speeding issues in respect of Coaches and Buses crossing the Eastern Bridge and through the Village. The Clerk advised that he had previously contacted the County Council in this regard who had passed on concerns to the individual bus companies operating in the area.
