	Progress Report on matters arising

	District and County Councillors Forum 
County Councillor Tom Bean addressed the Council on the following points:
a. Speed limit review for B4085, recommends reduction from 60 to 50 between Badsey and Blackminster.  Councillor Bean recommending further reduction from 50 to 40.

b. Residents whose properties are not connected to the public sewer system, i.e. those with septic tanks, should inform the Environment Agency by 1st January 2012.

c. Details about the cuts in Government funding for WCC were received on 13th December but initial reports suggest that along the expected lines.  The County Council is liaising with District Councils and other authorities about sharing  facilities and services.
d. Councillor Bean reminded the Council that he was under no duty to attend any Parish Council meetings.
