Change of Use from agricultural ground to two plot caravan site

Comment:
The comments both in support of and against the application during the Public Forum and already posted on-line were noted.  It was also noted that the aim of PPDM Circular 01/2006 is to ensure that plans properly reflect the needs and aspirations of all the community.

 It was agreed to OBJECT to the Application on the grounds that insufficient need has been demonstrated to justify permitting change of use and a consequent development

(1)    which is on land well outside the Parish development boundary;

(2)    which would constitute an unnecessary further incursion into the space between     Bretforton and Badsey villages; 

(3)    which would lead to an increase in traffic exiting from the site onto a busy road with a 60mph speed limit through an exit which is already considered to be unsuitable for residential use;

(4)    which would lead to a further loss of agricultural land with the consequent erosion of the green belt;

(5)    which would add to the disproportionate number of gypsy and traveller sites within the parish; and

(6)    which is likely to open the door to more such applications with further erosion of the green belt etc..

It was further agreed to submit that if permission for change of use is granted such permission should only be granted on the basis of a personal licence for the applicant and her immediate family and should be subject to conditions as to residential use only (i.e. no commercial use), no more than two caravans being placed on the site, completion of all necessary sewage and drainage works prior to occupation and works being done on the vehicular access to the highway to ensure that the access is suitable for residential use.  Concern was also expressed that any such conditions should be  enforced.
