	Progress Report on matters arising

Matters arising from 15th December 2010
· Item 8 (Village Pride): litter picks and competitions investigated –separate report given to Councillors
· Item 9 (Footpaths Inspection): Mike Gwynn, the Parish Footpaths Warden, will be attending the meeting on 16th March to explain his role and discuss how the Council and the Warden can work together to keep Footpaths to the right standard.  In the meantime could Councillors keep an eye on paths local to them and report any concerns to the Clerk.

· Item 12a (Sands Lane): neither WDC nor Highways have been able to help with ownership but latter have advised that frontagers/users would usually maintain.  Christ Church land agent has been contacted.  
· Item 15a( Aldington Seat): discussions have now taken place with Long Lartin.  See item 14c below
· Item 18 (VAS): invoice for insurance (through Broadway) received .   The VAS will rotate Broadway-Childswickham-Wickhamford-Badsey with each parish having it for 4 weeks.  It is currently awaiting set-up in Broadway and should therefore get to Badsey sometime in April.  I have asked if the Highways VAS could be rotated through Badsey in February/March and June/July but have been told that the rota is already fixed and that the practice is not to make the sign available to parishes which have their own.  I have spoken to the Broadway Clerk about this and it will be raised at the VAS meeting.  Evesham Town Partnership Funding is being investigated.
From earlier meetings:

· Updates requested from Highways concerning the resurfacing of Bretforton Road and from Rural Housing Enabler concerning Banks Road.  Highways not in a position to give a timetable for Bretforton Road but are negotiating schedules.  Recent weather problems will interfere with schedules.

· Order prohibiting parking on School Lane has been received and will take effect from 26th January 2011.
· Precept form sent to Wychavon (receipt acknowledged).

	Police Matters

The following report was read to the meeting by the Clerk:
“There are no real issues concerning Badsey at this time. The crime figures are much more normal than they were during the spike last year and generally the village is quiet. We have been getting some minor anti social behaviour reported as you may have seen in the Evesham Journal? These incidents are nothing more than we would expect in a village with lots of teenagers however I am not unsympathetic to those people who may be affected and upset by it.
 As a result of these reports and others which have come to light as a result of my enquiries 3 addresses have been visited and parents duly spoken to. I would now hope for a decrease in the type of incidents we have been having.  We have also been targeting the village in the early evenings and word is getting round the young people!!
 Please encourage anyone who is reporting anti social behaviour to speak with us as it’s much easier to nip things in the bud before they become too serious.”

	Maintenance

b. c. PS also reported on a sewage problem on the Parks Path which had been reported to Environmental Health and Severn Trent.
