· Bretforton Road: update requested
· Banks Road housing: information received as follows: “Banks Road – Rooftop is still pursuing this site and continuing negotiations with the vendor’s agent.  However, at this moment, Rooftop is no further forward (through no fault of Rooftop) but we will continue to keep you updated on any news.
Manor Close – Planning permission secured.  Homes and Communities Agency capital grant funding has been approved.  Rooftop has possession of site and will handover site to the Contractor at the end of January 2011.  Rooftop will be contacting the neighbouring residents of the site to inform them of the impending works which will be taking place shortly.“

· Hub reports: Bus stop on Bretforton Road.  Has been inspected, verge to be rebuilt and sign replaced

	District and County Councillors Forum 
CC Bean:
· Budget Day for WCC is 17th February, with c1000 redundancies expected.  Consultation on sharing services and a property audit are ongoing.

· The planning application for a waste plant at Hartlebury will be considered by the County Council in March and the Planning Committee has visited a number of existing sites around the country to assist with the decision.

· No planeings are available

DC Jakeman:

· It having been confirmed that the proposal did not include widening the B4035 from the bypass to Badsey it was AGREED to support the District Councillor’s application to widen the footpath, with the possible inclusion of a cycleway, and to support his application to lower the speed limit on that road.
· In relation to item 9 of the Agenda DC Jakeman indicated that a plan to provide a play space on land adjacent to Horsebridge owned by WDC was being pursued with negotiations for funding on going but was unable to provide any further information at this time.  The Clerk was asked to make further enquiries as the Parish Council would welcome such a project but needed to know further details.
