Public Forum
Prior to the meeting representations were heard from members of the public as to

Item 8b: Land at the rear of and including 27 Brewers Lane: 
Particular concerns raised relevant to the application for approval of reserved matters included density, size of individual properties, impact on landscape and surrounding buildings, placement, fencing and reduction in hedgerows/trees.  Concerns raised concerning satisfaction of existing planning conditions included discharge of water from the site under footpaths/Old Post Office lane into existing ditch/culvert, visibility splay and apparent failure to provide on plans for compliance with condition concerning bat preservation.  Concerns were also raised as to importance of minimising disruption for residents during construction phase.
Item 10: Proposed Doctor’s surgery
DC Jakeman informed the meeting that he was investigating the possibility of a Doctors’ surgery in Badsey at the request of a number of residents – he declined to give further details of who had made the request but stated that he had raised the matter in handouts and the Community News.

Asked for more details as to a possible site DC Jakeman said that Horsebridge and Hither Green were possible sites.  Residents stressed that access to Hither Green site would be impossible and asked for assurance that Hither Green site would not be considered.  DC Jakeman said he could not give that assurance.  DC Jakeman said that problem was funding but in negotiations with PCT and WDC.  On Councillor Badham questioning whether actually in discussions with PCT DC Jakeman declined to give further details on the grounds of commercial sensitivity and having been asked to keep all matters confidential by Jack Hegarty, Managing Director of WDC.

	Progress Report on matters arising

Matters arising from 16th February
· Item 6 (District Councillors report): request from information from David Manning at OVE

·  Item 9 (OVE): space booked; questionnaires on play area and street lighting prepared
· Item 12 (street lighting): confirmed with Central Networks that not something that can be done at supply end; asked E-on for quote; questionnaire for OVE drop-in; investigating LED AGENDA ITEM FOR APRIL

· Item 14a (Bus Shelter): cleaner asked to increase frequency to once every 3 weeks

· Item 14c (Aldington Seat): formal order letter sent to Long Lartin

· Item 15 (Lengthsman): question was raised as to fly tipping: fly tipping on verges is in fact part of Wychavon’s responsibility and therefore wouldn’t fall within the lengthsman scheme.  The need to cut vegetation on the sight lines on the Blackminster junction bend has been reported to Highways with request to use Lengthsman (the problem largely arises from vegetation on private land). 

From earlier meetings:
· January: Item 11a (Tree Works): work commencing w/e 11th March
· Bretforton Road resurfacing: email received from RF as follows: “I can confirm that the B4035 Bretforton Road is due to be resurfaced next financial year (2011/2012), but unfortunately I don't have any specific timescales as yet as we are currently evaluating suitable methods of treatment. Contrary to previous information, it appears that any works will be undertaken as part of the County Council's yearly planned maintenance programme rather than our rural roads initiative.”
· Other road surfaces: WCC list of future works includes resurfacing or part resurfacing of both Willersey Road and Village Street, Aldington under the rural roads initiative
· Rec ground and Taylor Wimpey: following email correspondence it appears that (1) part of fence along the side of the foot path is too high and is being brought down (planning permission for fence 1.65m); no provision was made for the erection of a football net but the use made of the Recreation Ground was brought to the attention of prospective purchasers.
· My Parish website: now a flagship council, with red rosette!
Hub reports:

· drainage on Bretforton Road - 16/02/11 - works order [4 weeks] to jet and clear gullies
· Update requested on overhanging tree on Village Street and on village signs

	Police Matters

PC Greenhouse reported that 
· the level of crime within the Parish remained quite low, although there had been a burglary this week.  PC Greenhouse advised ensuring that lights were visible when leaving property unoccupied and ensuring neighbours aware.  
· 3 stolen vehicles had been recovered in the Parish: please report any unfamiliar vehicles which appear to have been abandoned

· Speed checks /enforcement will be taking place in the Parish as the days lengthen

VM raised the question of enforcement of the parking restrictions on School Lane: Clerk to request extension of restrictions to prevent parking on south corner School Lane and Willersey Road

	Mike Gwynn: Parish Footpaths warden
Mike Gwynn gave a short presentation about his (voluntary) role as the Parish Footpaths warden in relation to the 10km of paths and bridleways within the Parish.  Mike carries out inspections, way marking and basic vegetation clearing and also reports work required to WCC Countryside Service.
KH raised possibility of using the Probation Service team to assist.  DB and VM raised rubbish and overhanging bushes on footpath by Hither Green.
It appears that piles of rubbish either side of B4035 by Aldington junction is rubbish voluntarily collected from local paths by a resident who will be removing the same.  Clerk to obtain details and thank.

	District and County Councillors Forum 
District Councillor Jakeman having left after the public forum there was no District and County Councillors Forum.
Concerns were raised by IB and unanimously endorsed as to the District Councillor’s responses to questions raised in the Public Forum and in particular his failure to substantiate statements previously made to the Council as to the proposed Doctors’ Surgery and refusal to share important information.

	Planning

b.  Application for approval of reserved matters, Land to the rear of and including 27 Brewers Lane, Badsey.

In addition to the points raised in the Public Forum Councillors also raised concerns as to access for emergency services, parking and lack of public space.  It was unanimously agreed to OBJECT to the application and raise concerns as to satisfaction of conditions on the grounds raised in the Public Forum and these additional grounds .

	Report from OVE drop-in: Horsebridge play area and street lighting
The Clerk reported that the drop-in had been useful in bringing agencies and residents together.  The Play Bus had been particularly popular.  A few street lighting questionnaires had been completed and many more questionnaires concerning the proposed play area.   Questionnaires will be circulated through the Spar shop.

	Transport consultation

The Council considered that there should be no change to School Services as
· Every child must to be able to get to school without being dependent on parents/carers
· Bus services provide a safe option in an area with busy roads and railway crossings

· 16-18 transport should be subsidised to ensure students can attend the most suitable courses
· Reducing school bus services would have a serious knock-on effect on other day time services as operators would not retain the necessary vehicles

Other services

The Council appreciated the funding difficulties but rather than scrap services which were well used by residents consideration should be given to alternative options to reduce the cost of individual services, such as use of smaller vehicles
