Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on 6th December 2010 having been circulated were proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and signed by the Chairman.

County Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Davies advised that the county council was considering a budget reduction of between £60 and £70 million over the next four years. A number of difficult decisions needed to be made including cutting bus services and home to school transport. The parish council had been accepted onto the VAS scheme and the sign would initially be located in Crown East Lane. Members expressed concerns about the condition of Bell Lane particularly in the vicinity of the Kendrick development. 
District Councillor’s Report: No report. 
Matters arising from the minutes of 6th December 2010:
Vicarage Green: No report.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Swinburn reported a large amount of litter on the Martley Road from Lovington Lane to Eastbury Cottages. The clerk to write to the food factory asking them to address the problem.
Highways: There was concern about the condition of the common and the road in Bell Lane adjacent to the Kendrick development. The clerk to write to Nigel Snape about the common and the County Council about the road.
Allotments:  The clerk advised that following the introduction of the rent year commencing 1st December, 4 plots had been vacated. These would be allocated to the 4 local residents on the waiting list.
Anti Social Behaviour:  A report was received from the Police advising that there had been a drop in the number of reported crimes in the parish between April and December 2010 .
Village Hall: The Village Hall chairman’s position statement was considered and it was agreed that a sub committee would be formed comprising Mrs Beard, Mr Simmonds, Mr Wedd and Mr Fox to consider the proposals and make recommendations.
To accept the CPRE hedgerow survey and to consider making a donation or becoming a member: It was proposed  Ms. Davies, seconded Mr Forrest and resolved that the Parish Council would become a member of the CPRE at a present cost of £29 per annum.
Regional Spatial Strategy: The feedback from the SWDP consultation was considered.
Following the meeting between Mr Simmonds, Mr Wedd, Cllr Davies and Peter Blake the clerk was asked to contact Mr Blake to confirm his agreement to “beef up” LTP3 to make it clear that the proposed infrastructure did not allow for future development.
