Declaration of Interests:   None
Proposed Arts Festival: Paul Sutton outlined his experience in facilitating local festivals. He cited a recent event at St Peters which had involved the community and been very successful. He explained that initially it is necessary to identify key stakeholders to move the project forward. It was agreed that Cllr. Bass and Dr Paul Sutton, Worcester University would commence consultations and report back to the parish council on progress.

Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 4th July 2011 and 25th July 2011 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillor’s Report: Cllrs Swinburn and Bass discussed their report. 
A workshop on the SWDP would be held in Lower Broadheath Village Hall on Monday 3rd October. It was agreed that the Parish Council would be represented by parish councillors during the event so that comments / representations from residents could be recorded. The absence of any consultation on licensing matters was highlighted. The Youth Club is due to start on 27th September at 6.00pm. MHDC are funding a “Flics in the sticks” project, with a demonstration in the village hall on 26th October.

County Councillors Report: No report.
Matters arising from the minutes of the meetings held on the 4th July and 25th July 2011: 
Vicarage Green: It was agreed that the clerk would seek further information on the QE2 Fields Challenge and report back at the 10th October meeting.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  It was reported that the fence at Jessamine Cottage was in danger of falling onto the PROW, the clerk to write to the owner.

Highways: The poor condition of the path along Bell Lane was discussed, the clerk to write to highways.
Allotments:  The vacant plots had now been filled. However there was an issue with rubbish left on some plots. It was agreed that the clerk would arrange to place a skip on the allotments one weekend so that allotment holders could dispose of their rubbish. 
Anti Social Behaviour:  No report.
Village Hall: It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Parry and resolved that the parish council would guarantee up to a £12,000 shortfall in funding for the village hall roof replacement and insulation should this become necessary.
SWDP update: It was agreed that Mrs Beard, Mrs Simmonds, Mrs Swinburn, Mr Wedd, Mr Steel and Mrs Carver would represent the parish council at the 3rd October SWDP workshop.
Following discussion on a draft letter the clerk was asked to write to Greg Clark MP regarding the draft national planning framework document.

Cllr Swinburn reported that the inclusion of Upper Broadheath as a settlement was being reviewed by the planners.
To elect a representative for the meeting of the Hallow Charities on 5th October: In her absence it was decided that Mrs Faiers would  be asked to volunteer for as the council’s representative.

To consider the construction of a wall for ball games on Vicarage Green: Although the idea was supported in principle it was thought that the location of such a wall was problematic.
To consider a review of parish council and village hall insurance: It was agreed that the clerk would prepare a report for the 10th October meeting.
To consider applications to Cllr. Alwyn Davies’s Divisional Fund Scheme: Mrs Swinburn proposed that a computer be provided which was available to all in order to facilitate access to the internet. It was thought that the Hub would be the best location because it would be manned. Mrs Swinburn to let the clerk have a proposal for submission for funding. Other monies allocated to Cllr Davies to distribute to parishes would be used to enhancements to the lengthsman budget.
To consider the village hall accounts: The village hall accounts for 2010 were received.

It was thought that a contribution towards running costs may be needed in the future. 

To consider holding an “energy efficiency” exhibition: The need for such an exhibition was discussed and would receive further consideration in the future. .

To consider a meeting with Broadheath Foods concerning any likely effects on their business of increased road congestion resulting from future developments. It was thought that it may be appropriate to hold a meeting once specific development proposals had been made.
Suspension of Standing Orders for Public Participation: Mr Morris reported the hedge by the old police station and at the old vicarage was still overgrown. There were potholes in Martley Road from Bell Lane to the Church Lane, the clerk to report to highways.
