Apologies: Mrs J Faiers, Mrs V. Swinburn, and Cllr. P Swinburn 
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard and Mr Simmonds declared a non prejudicial interest and Mr Barber declared a prejudicial interest, in the proposed development at 3 Manorfield.
Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 5th September 2011 having been circulated were approved with minor amendments and signed by the Chairman. 

County Councillors Report: Cllr Davies reported that the surfacing of Bell Lane was completed and that the white lines were still to be replaced. Repairs to Holt Fleet Bridge were complete. Cllr Davies had received 25 bids for his divisional fund. 
District Councillor’s Report: Cllr Bass answered questions on the district councillors’ report which had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Matters arising from the minutes of the meetings held on the 10th September 2011: 
Vicarage Green: It was agreed that the clerk would ask the Diocese whether they would consider giving the parish council a 99 year lease on the Vicarage Green so that an application to the QE2 Fields Challenge could be made.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  It was reported that the fence at Jessamine Cottage had been repaired.

Highways: The report on speed enforcement from the Safer Roads Partnership was considered. It was agreed that a copy of the report would be provided to the residents at Twin Oaks Bell Lane and Kestrel Cottage (Mr S Middleweek) who had raised concerns about traffic speeds.
Allotments:  Mr Steel advised that the combination lock on the allotment gate had been broken, the Clerk to arrange for a replacement. It was agreed that a skip would be provided so that rubbish could be removed from allotments. The clerk to write to allotment holders advising when the skip would be arranged and what materials may be disposed of. The clerk to ask Mr Leighton to cut back saplings growing from the allotment hedge adjacent to the driveway.
Anti Social Behaviour:  There was concern that a total of 3 litter bins had been set on fire. The clerk to seek advice from the supplier about replacements. It would then be decided whether to make an insurance claim. The Clerk was asked to write to the Police Inspector for South Worcestershire requesting more visits from the local officer.
Village Hall: It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Simmonds and resolved that the parish council would write to Mr Smith confirming a revised guarantee up to a £13,000 to cover any shortfall in funding for the village hall roof replacement and insulation should this become necessary.
It was agreed that Mr Wedd would liaise with Mr Smith to produce a revised management agreement for the village hall.
SWDP update: It was agreed that Mr Simmonds and Mr Wedd would seek to modify their respective submissions on the SWDP and resubmit them to the November meeting.
Village SOS lottery funding: The scheme to promote local business was considered.
