Declaration of Interests: Mr Wedd declared an interest in a planning application. 

It was agreed that should a member have a prejudicial interest (“if a member

of the public [with knowledge of the relevant facts] might think that your

judgement of the public interest could be prejudiced, then your personal interest

becomes a prejudicial interest”) then he/she would be asked to leave the room during discussion of that item.
Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 10th October 2011 having been circulated were approved with minor amendments and signed by the Chairman. 

County Councillors Report: Cllr Davies reported that: 
1. Ankerdine Road would be closed for repairs from 12th December for about 2 weeks

2. Work on Holt Bridge on the A4133 was complete and the weight limit had been removed.

3. The funds work bids to the divisional fund would be allocated shortly.
4. A broadband survey was currently being carried out in which residents could participate.

5. Warmer Worcestershire aims to assist residents to keep warm. The free advice line is 0800 988 2881.

6. There is a citizens panel “Worcestershire Viewpoint” which provides feedback on results.

District Councillor’s Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Matters arising from the minutes of the meetings held on the 10th October 2011: 
Vicarage Green: A request had been made to the Diocese to consider giving the parish council a 99 year lease on the Vicarage Green so that an application to the QE2 Fields Challenge could be made. A response was awaited.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  No report
.

Highways: The drainage work in Bell Lane was programmed for the end of January 2012.
It was reported that there were several very poor sections of footway surface in Martley Road between the Post Office and Church Lane. The footway surface in Bell Lane was also in need of attention. The white lines had not been replace following surfacing work in Peachley Lane / Peachley Gardens. The clerk to advise highways.

Allotments:  A skip would be placed on the allotments on 12th and 13th November. All allotment holders had been notified in their annual rent letter. The water would be turned off shortly.
Anti Social Behaviour:  The cost of providing the fire damaged litter bins with metal replacements would about £900. It was proposed by Mr Parry, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved to purchase and erect new bins.
Village Hall: The plans for repairs to the Village Hall roof had been sent to MHDC for building regulations approval.
Mr Wedd proposed that the management of the hall should be run by the parish council as sole trustee. It was agreed that this matter would be considered at a special meeting of the parish council to be held at 7.30pm on Thursday 29th November.

SWDP update: It was agreed that the council’s response to the SWDP preferred options document, with minor amendments, would be sent to all members in Malvern Hills, Wychavon, Worcester City and Worcestershire Councils in addition to Gary Williams, MHDC Head of Planning, Peter Blake, WCC Head of Integrated Transport, and MP’s Harriett Baldwin, Peter Luff and Robin Walker. The letter indicated the council’s support for the SaEV submission.
Suspension of Standing Orders for Public Participation: The road drains outside the village shop were blocked. There were 17 potholes in Martley Road between Bell Lane and Church Lane. The clerk to advise highways.
There was concern about safety hazards caused by vehicles and other obstructions outside Rose Cottage, Martley Road. The clerk to write to the tenant and the landlord at Heathfield. 

The hedge on Martley Road from the Food Factory towards Worcester was obstructing the footway, the clerk to ask the lengthsman to cut it back.
