It was agreed that Mr Wedd would chair the meeting.

Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared an interest in the Village Green scheme.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Whittaker, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 6th December 2021 and 24th January 2022, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Councillor Walton mentioned the Car and Electric Bike loan schemes which are intended particularly to support employees to access jobs where public transport is not available. It is proposed to support the retention of the Malvern Hills College. The boundary commission review proposed Lower Broadheath as a single member ward.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown reported that the current thinking was that it would be necessary to extend the existing drainage in Peachley Lane to deal with the flooding by the pond. Funds were still available for local schemes and help was available with any jubilee celebrations. Mr Wedd queried the completion date of the southern link works – proposed summer 2022. Mrs Beard reported the very poor footway surface in Manorfield and Mr Steel confirmed that the Footway in Church Lane, outside the school needed attention. Mr Wedd stated that the Bell Lane footway towards the Dewdrop Inn was in need of repair.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th December 2021 and 24th January 2022:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that a meeting would be held with the contractors shortly. It was likely that the top half of the Vicarage Green would be fenced off during the jubilee celebrations. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good condition. The dog bin in Peachley Lane would be moved shortly. The locked gate remained an issue and the clerk will contact councillor Richardson-Brown about it. Cllr Walton was asked to supply some dog fouling signs.
Highways: No reports
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. There was concern about dead wood in the trees along Mr Bolton’s boundary. He would obtain a quote from a tree surgeon.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports.
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that the committee were grateful for the chairs supplied by the parish council. The hall’s finances were in good order. 

Broadheath Common: The district council had still to make a ruling on the common earthworks proposals.
Correspondence: 
1. West Mercia Police , Safer Neighbourhoods Team had two new officers, PCSO Faye Allen-Carter and PC Dee Stanley who would be covering Lower Broadheath.

2. HWCC advised that the Worcester Marathon in September would not now pass through the parish and road closures will not be required.
