Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared an interest in the Village Green scheme.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Mason, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 7th February 2022, having been circulated, were approved subject to a minor amendment and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Mr Wedd mentioned the lack of response re comments on the boundary commission proposals.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown reported that there had been several changes in the staffing of highways liaison. He hoped more progress would now be made with outstanding issues, Mr Wedd agreed to make a bid for funding for play equipment. The condition of the footways in Manorfield, Hallow Lane and Bell Lane were highlighted. Mrs Beard reported that a branch had fallen from a highway tree in Manorfield. Mr Steel agreed to arrange for its removal.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 7th February 2022:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that tree work had recently been completed. The play area would be fenced off so that the play equipment could be removed. Mr Steel would look at what planting was needed in the hedgerow.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good condition.  A new gate had been erected to address the obstruction issue. Several fallen trees were obstructing paths.
Highways: No reports
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that some rubbish had been dumped on an allotment. The lengthsman to be asked to remove it. There was concern about dead wood in the trees along Mr Bolton’s boundary. It was agreed that Nick Denley would be asked to remove the dead trees from the boundary hedge for the sum of £400.

Broadheath Common: There were still issues to resolve with the district council. It was agreed that the license fee could be funded from the common account.
