PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:

Clerk:  The Clerk’s report was noted.  Cllr Cooper agreed to look into the Public Services Mapping item.

Chairman:  Suggested that questions to engage parishioners could be put on the website.  The Chairman would visit the Church Warden to discuss the repair of potholes in the car park and funding of footpath repairs.

    Police:  CSO John Tilt’s emailed report was noted.

Bus consultation: the 143 6.15 is due to be axed and asked Members to formerly object to the proposal.

Footpath Warden: The Warden had discussed the lack of support from County Officers with the County Cllr and confirmed they would both, together with Officers, be checking footpaths in a circuit from Hewell Lane, across the dual carriageway and down to the canal.

The Warden had supplied a gate to the golf club.
Tree Warden:  Nothing significant to report.

Community Hall Representative:  Agreed to ask the Community Hall Committee if they wanted the Parish Council to look at providing a new stepped access from the car park to the front entrance.  The Community Hall representative would raise the lack of lighting at the entrance at High House Lane.
Charities Representative:  £650 had been donated towards school project costs.  All allocations could now be fully audited.
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Conservation Officer:  The Planning Officer had inspected the building works at 3 New Wharf Cottage and the developer had been warned about the planning infringements.
