The meeting was closed at this point to allow members of the public to speak.

Residents from Sandlin expressed their concern regarding the hardstanding and temporary fencing installed by the contractors working on the new sewage works on the land adjacent to Sandlin Cottage. These are not part of the approved planning application for the site and the hardstanding is no longer being used for storage.
They also expressed concern that the new opening is three times the width of the previous opening and that there appears to be an equestrian business operating from the site, Horsepower Rentals Ltd, for which there is no known planning permission in place.

The Chairman summarised the resident’s concerns as follows:

1. The widened gateway to the land adjacent to Sandlin Cottage is becoming a permanent feature.

2. Possible unauthorised use of the land for a commercial equestrian operation.

The clerk was requested to bring the concerns to the attention of the Control and Enforcement Officer, Mr P Clements.

The residents confirmed that they would be submitting notification of the alleged breach to the planning department.

Notes

1. Objection on the basis that no adequate explanation is given for the large size of the building. 
2. We stand by our original response of ‘no objection’ but note the concerns of the Public Paths Order Officer regarding rights of access and would wish to see these concerns addressed.

7. Planning decisions received from MHDC
Re L&B 472 (10/01230/FUL) Change of use to equestrian sand riding area, the application has been approved on the basis that it is for personal use only.

8. A.O.B.

Regarding the proposed Gypsy site on Lower Howsell Road, the chairman informed the meeting that the hearing had not gone ahead due to snow. He noted that the meeting would probably have been adjourned anyway since the applicants had requested on the morning of the hearing that their Gypsy status be considered as part of their application. This means that an amendment needs to be submitted detailing their Gypsy status. It is unlikely that this amended application will go to committee before February or March.
It was noted that the District Council had not made reference to the issues of flooding, sewage and the population of the site in relation to the population of the village and the Chairman confirmed he had written to the District Councillor to ensure these matters were considered.
