To consider acceptance of apologies for absence from Councillors: Mr C Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators).
02/11 Declarations of Interest & Changes to be Notified to the Register of Interests

Cllrs. Aldridge and Harnden declared personal interests in agenda item 8 since they were both allotment holders.
03/11 Reports from other representatives.

To receive reports from County and District Councillors and Malvern Hills Conservators: 
Before the reports the chairman asked that a letter of thanks be sent to those at MHDC responsible for rubbish collection which had been carried out punctually despite the recent snowy weather.   

District Cllr. Mrs Jenny Kelly had no report to make regarding MHDC but remarked that she had spotted the Lengthman at work recently.  Several springs had emerged on the eastern verge of Park Road and the Lengthman was to be asked to try to steer the runoff into the gutters. 
District Cllr. Prof John Raine mentioned that an arbitration meeting was to be arranged between the two households affected by the planning application at 235 West Malvern Road.  A representative from the Parish Council would be invited to take part.

To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting:  The minutes of the meeting held on 13th December were unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman.
05/11 Progress Reports and other matters arising from the minutes

i. Village Hall: Nothing further had been received.
ii. Gas Lamps: The trial of two lamps in Rose Bank gardens was currently underway and a response from the Conservation Officer over the appearance of the modifications was awaited.
iii. Annual Meeting: The Clerk reported that Rod Reynolds from the Safer Roads Partnership had agreed to attend the April meeting.  A request to gather speed data from several sites prior to the meeting was to be made.
iv. Grit Bins: The Clerk reported that some bins did not have WCC plates on.  This had been reported.

To consider a funding request to MHDC for gas lamp renovations: Sight Designs had issued a quotation for the renovations of £28,250.  Based on this figure it was agreed that a grant of 85% of the total costs (£24,012.50 or thereabouts) be requested from MHDC.  The shortfall of £4,237.50 would be drawn from Parish Council reserves.
