6. To consider hedge cuts for the Village hall hedge

Mr Wood was advised the following by the clerk “I brought your suggestion to the attention of the council and members agreed to continue with the funding of an annual hedge maintenance. This was carried out in April this year, which is the time we were advised by our contractor would be the best time to do it. If you think it would be better to carry out the work sooner, please come back to me, otherwise we will ask our contractor to do the same in the springtime. Mr Wood advised they happy with this

· A quote has been received to paint and re-carpet the shop. Cllr Argyle & Cllr Cheetham to co-ordinate

· A 1000 litre of oil has been ordered for delivery next week.  When Tony takes possession of the flat we will measure the oil and charge him accordingly.

· Tony hopes to take possession of the flat on or around the 23rd December, 

· The clerk investigated the possibility of a grant for insulation for the shop and flat.  The tenant will have to make his own claim for insulating the loft and cavity walls of the flat.  We as the landlords need to make a separate application for the shop.

· Cllr Hodgkins has suggested the PC purchase street  signs for “Directions to the village shop” - £265 for 4 signs, an anamous vote was received to go ahead.
