Public Forum

Prior to the commencement of the meeting representations were heard from residents  with regard to application 4b and from the applicant and Aldington Residents Association in relation to application 4d.
In relation to 4b concerns were expressed as to the size of the proposed sheds and their appropriateness for a plot comprising a dwelling house, garage and 3 acres of land and expressed the view that the proposed development (part of which has been commenced without planning permission) was not for agricultural or domestic purposes.

In relation to 4d the applicant explained that the new pitches were required for family use.  The ARA raised questions as to the compliance with previous conditions, visual impact,  overdevelopment and disproportional impact on Aldington of extension of traveller sites.

Comment:
It was agreed to OBJECT to the proposed amendments on the basis that the three detached dwellings would constitute a clear overdevelopment of the site; that they will have a greater detrimental impact on the surrounding buildings, in terms of both design and privacy, than the current permission, being out of keeping with the surrounding area; and that they will add further to the flooding issues in this part of Badsey. The redesignation of one bedroom as a study did not appear to the Council to make any material difference to the overall size of the proposed properties. The Council noted that despite the point having been raised in 2007 the current water management statement still failed to deal adequately, or at all, with the run off from the front of the properties and considered  that this should be dealt with as a matter of urgency. If the District Council is minded to approve the proposed amendments the Parish Council requested the Clerk to ask that a condition be imposed as to removal and replacement of the current street light by the property.

It was agreed unanimously to OBJECT to the proposed development on the grounds that the buildings do not constitute a replacement for the modest shed previously on part of the development site, and are far too large, in both height and area,  constituting an intrusion into the surrounding area wholly out of keeping with the nature of such area.  

A majority of the Planning Committee also considered that the size of the buildings was wholly out of proportion to the size required for agricultural use on a small plot.
