Highways 

· Cllr Briers and a resident met with the County Councillor and a representative from WCC Highways to discuss safety issues at the Cross.  The resident was able to give details of various accidents having taken place over the last few moths, not all of them were attended by the police so would not be included in statistics. Highways are looking at options to improve safety.
Defibrilator

· Defib UK Ltd are still awaiting stock to be received from The Netherlands, they have been advised that delivery is due shortly.

My Parish Website hosted by WCC

· Cllr Adams advised that no decision was yet forthcoming from the department but CALC were in discussions with WCC.

Offenham Rovers Football Club

· A meeting was held with Offenham Rovers representatives attended by Cllr Briers, Maurice Parkinson and the clerk. Discussions on the condition of the pitch since areas had been levelled with soil from the MUGA site took place, whilst it was noted that there were still areas that may need levelling Maurice advised that if additional soil was put in place and seeded the surface would not be playable for the beginning of the football season. The football club agreed to play on the pitch in the coming season and look to improve the levels next year.

· The clerk has requested a reclaim to include the VAT charged for the MUGA, totalling £14252.45.

· Cllr Briers reported that one of the benches in the recreation ground has been damaged, probably by a portable barbeque that has melted an area on the table top.  The table can still be used but is obviously spoiled.

Brodie Planning – Laurels Road (Vale Fresco)

· Wendy Hopkins has contacted the PC with details of a proposed development, she suggested attending another meeting but those councillors who responded thought that a presentation aimed at residents would be more beneficial for feedback gathering.  The clerk supplied website details for the village hall should she wish to book a venue.
