2011/12 PARISH PRECEPT AND CASHFLOW FORECASTS, BANK BALANCES AND FINANCIAL TRANSACTIONS REQUIRING AUTHORISATION


The councillors discussed the cashflow forecasts of the outturn for the current year and next financial year 2011/12. 


The proprietor of the business applying for Rural Rate Relief has accepted the proposed scheme for Parish Council support.  The cost to the Parish of approving the application is £1.00, a saving of £103.58 on last year.


The playground is a substantial cost to the parish. It is financed solely by the residents of Elmley Lovett despite being available to all.  It was noted that the questionnaire responses (when the playground was refurbished) and the demographics of the 2 parishes in the village both suggest that the majority of local residents using the playground live in Elmbridge.  The playground is an asset to the village however the cost of supporting it is too much for one half of the community to bear in the long term.  Representations will be made to Elmbridge to ask for their support.


Parish finances are run very tightly and there are few opportunities for savings.  It was generally accepted that £2,000 should be held in reserve to provide a contingency/financial safety net.  The Clerk will obtain quotes for mowing to ensure Best Value.  Benchmarking against neighbouring Parish Councils would be a useful exercise.


The precept has been kept deliberately static for the last 3 years.  There are now insufficient funds to maintain this policy.  The impact to ratepayers of a £1,000 increase in the precept was considered, being approximately £9 for the year for a property in band G.


NC proposed that the precept for 2011/12 be set at £7,000, ie. an increase of £1,000 on the current year, JB seconded and all were in favour.

ITEMS OF PAROCHIAL INTEREST


Bus shelters


Elmley Trust have offered to pay for a bus shelter (possibly 2).  The trust has a tight deadline to spend the money and the Parish Council may be asked to hold the funds until the scheme is complete. The Parish Council would be responsible for maintenance and insurance.  There is no long term guarantee that bus services will continue.  Both Hampton Lovett and Ombersley have recently installed bus shelters, clerk asked to contact for advice.


EnviRecover application


The planning meeting for the final decision is expected to be held on 1st March.   Planning Officers will release their detailed report about 3 weeks prior.  


Councillor Broomfield has withdrawn from the planning committee for this application, to be more effective as the local member for his area.


The plans will be presented to the Secretary of State for a final decision.  Even if approved, the financial implications could still find this facility being shelved in favour of recycling, being the more cost effective option.
