To consider for adoption the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of 17th January: These were accepted as an accurate record and they were signed by the Chairman.

Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes

i. Highway Faults: The Clerk reported that he had been assured by Jon Fraser, WCC Highways, that the fencing on the bridge over the Marlbank Brook would be replaced soon.
ii. Grit Bins: WCC had responded that Gifford Drive did not meet the criteria for a Grit Bin and Welland Gardens and The Avenue were still to be assessed.  The Clerk was to enquire if the section of Hook Bank from the caravan park to the Anchor Inn could be included in the gritting route.
iii. Vehicle Activated Sign: The Clerk had ascertained that the Drake Street sign belonged to WCC and was battery powered, hence the reason it was not displaying.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Mr David Watkins reported on the Planning Workshop that had been held earlier in the month.  It was the intention of MHDC to make the system more efficient and consistent, and he confirmed that hard copies of plans would still be sent to councils.
County Cllr. Mr Tom Wells gave details of the MHDC Overview and Scruitiny Committee meeting to be held on 15th March to discuss the WCC review of bus services.  He also reported that WCC were to withdraw funding to the Safer Roads Partnership although from henceforth a proportion of the fines gathered were to be reinvested in the SRP.  Since the future of the Speed Camera Vans in Welland was uncertain Councillors expressed a wish that Welland be considered for a permanent battery operated vehicle activated sign that could be rotated around the parish to a number of sites.

Committee & Working Party Reports & Recommendations

Playing Fields
i. To consider requests from PTA for a camping event and Malvern Joggers for an annual run: The dates of 10/6 or 8/7 for the former and 15/6 for the latter event were approved.  Malvern Joggers would be charged £50.  
ii. To finalise dates for car boot sales: These were agreed and the details were to be advertised.
iii. To consider new fencing at the SW corner of the Recreational Field to prohibit access to the primary school and other local properties: A quotation from Hollins for £610 was approved.  Furthermore two further quotations were approved:  £410 to roll the hoggin paths and to lay more gravel on the area near the playground; and £250 to weed kill all the hoggin paths, including moss clearance by the war memorial.

A review of speed limits on the A4104 had been received from WCC.  It was proposed that a 40mph buffer limit be installed just west of the Marlbank Inn to 60m before Giffard Drive.  It was agreed to respond suggesting that the 30mph limit commence further from Giffard Drive (eg 100m) and that some sort of ‘gating’ or ‘slowing’ effect be included at this point in the form of road markings or a village sign etc.
No change was suggested to the limits on the A449 from WCC in Little Malvern and this was noted.
